Mt. Sina_i:Hospital.

‘With impressive ceremonies and in the
presence of the Governor of the State and
other officials the new Mount Sinai Hos-
pital was yesterday afternoon opened for
work. One of the speakers, who has long
been a friend of the institution, referred
to the time when Mount Sinai was strug-
gling to raise a $10,000 fund for the sake
of continuing its mission, and he spoke
with a glow of pride of what the charity
had become.

Occupying a whole block and compris-
ing ten buildings, costing in all neafly
$3,000,000, the Mount Sinai Hospital was
revealed yestérday as a monument to the

More than 15,000 persons had’ been
bidden to' the public reception, and two-
thirds,. of that number were present yes-
terday afternocon and evening. The block
