The total number of families dealt with
during the month reached 2,692, repre-
senting about 8,640 individuals. Of these,
1,904 applied in the Bureau of Relief and
688 in the Employment Bureau, of whom
166 were given employment.

After careful examination relief was
refused to 434 cases.

The Salomon Sulzer Centenary.

The commemoration of the pne hun-
dredth birthday anniversary of the late
Prof. Salomon Sulzer, Chief Cantor of
Vienna, by the Soclety of Ameérican Can-
tors, on Tuesday evening last, at Temple
Ahavath Chesed Shaar Hashomayim,
was a memorable event in the annals of
American Jewlsh history and of which
the Soclety of American Cantors can
feel justly proud. Herr Sulzer was the
regenerator of the music of the syna-
gogue and the creator of the Jewish
musical liturgy, He was cantor in Vi-
ennafor more than half a century, and,
" as has been stated, “reanimated Jewish
‘musie, which for nearly 2,000 years had
lain dormant.” Although outside of the
Temple-the weather was ‘unusually fog-
gy, within the sacred ‘precincts all was
bright and cheerful. There was a large

representative attendance of prominent|

Israelites present. The American flag
was gracefully drapéd around the pul-
pit and ferns and plants around the
Bémah.

speakers of the evening, on the platform.
The musical selections in the order of
exercises were from .the "Shir, Zion,”
the renowned work of Salomon Sulzer.
