How to Relieve Various Ills Without

Calling1 the Doctor.

A bit of iron can be removed from
the eye with a magnet. Never rub the
eye when it is affected. If the particle
causing the disturbance is on the upper
lid, draw out the upper lid and drag
the lashes of the under lid across the
inside of the upper lid. Reverse the ac
tion if the dirt is on the lower lid. A
grain of flaxseed often takes out a
speck of dirt. If tears flow, dry the
eye by wiping it gently toward, never
away from, the nose. If some one is at
hand to help, let him roll the lid bver
the point of a pencil and remove the
speck on a bit of cotton wound about
the point of an orange stick or the
blunt end of a hairpin.

If a child is injured or stunned by a
fall or a blow take him at once tq the
open air. Lay liim flat on bis back, the
head slightly higher than the body.
Put cold water or ice about the head
and prepare a hot mustard bath for
the feet. If the child remains in a stu
por it may be necessary to apply warm
water to the body. The same treat
ment should be given to an adult,
though the treatment can be more he
roic.

If a child chokes, turn him. quickly
and not too gently upside .down, pat
ting him sharply, but not hard, upon
the back. In case of an adult bend the
body forward, face downward, and slap
smartly upon the back. If the obstacle
will not come up, jerk the arms above
the head and force patient to hang his

weight by his luinds. This treatment

may start the obstacle downward.
Tb pack the. nose with cotton soaked

with lemon juice will relieve nose

bleeding. If the bleeding is not too se
vere a wash of lemon juice will have
the desired effect. A small syringe can
be used to force the lemon juice into
the nose.

One of the quickest emetics is mus
tard flour and plenty of warm water.

If these symptoms occur in

your case you should rise and chafe

the body and extremities with a rough
towel or rub -smartly with- the hands to

promote circulation and withdraw the

excessive amount qf blood from the

brain, after which you will probably
fall asleep in a few minutes. A cold

bath or a sponge bath and rubbing or

a rapid walk iu the open air or going

up and down stairs a few times just
before retiring will aid in equalizing
the circulation and promoting sleep.

Pishes For Which They- Are Better

Adapted Than Young Birds.

Almost every housekeeper lias been

mortified and annoyed by a fine, plump
fowl turning out so tough that the

t . carver has found It next to impossible

to- serve it in the usual way, but not
so many of them have discovered
that if properly cooked an old bird is
much better in some dishes than a

young one. For soup, croquettes, tiin-

bales, rissoles, fricassee, pie or pates
an old fowl, having more flavor and
substance, is much better than a Chick
en. . For curried fowl, too, the bird no

longer In its tender days is to be pre-
. ferred, but the meat should be very

slowly stewed until tender before us

ing it in Any of these dishes. Oeca-
, sionally one prefers to serve the fpwl

whole, and even in this way it is

quite possible to make a toothsome
dish of it if it is cooked with judg:-
ment. Have It trussed as for roasting,
put it into a saucepan and covet wjth
cold waternlet"it come slowly - to -the

boiling point, skim well and let it cook

very slowly for an hour and a quarter
or an hour and a half. Take It out of
the water, and let it cool a little, and
then stuff It In the crop with any pre
ferred -forcement. — Boston Cooking
Magazine.
