COME} of us are in the habit, of look

ing back with regret to the days
o' simple and unsophisticated faith.

Many of the older generation still re
member the time when all that was
needed to stir the conscience of the

Jewish sinner, was to give a descrip- .

tionofthe terror of Gehinnom. For .

better or for worse, such descriptions
appeal no longer to us. This, how

ever, is not to be taken as a sign^hat
that we have outgrown the belief that

"God rewards these that keep His

commandments, and punishes those

thbl transgrtss them." All that we

have outgrown, p. rhaps, is the par
ticular form in which the truth was

wont to be conveyed to us. Doubt

less, the very teachers in Israel who

allowed their imagination free play
when it came to portraying the bliss

or the m'sery in the world to come,
were well aware that they were mere

ly employing figures and symbols to

.emphasize an eternal and spiritual'
'
verity. But they did not find it neces

sary to draw the line between what

was figuie of speech and what .was

literal truth.

Nowadays, however, we mu-t reck

on with the popular demand for the
(

plain and litttr.il truth, adorned as

little as possible .by the trappings of

the imagination. It is true, the 7 ale

cast of thought' little compoits with !

the strong hpld which formerly mai k- j

ed the belief in reward and punish- 1

ment; but the scieht>fic spirit of thej

age has so penetrated the rank and

file of the people, that failure to ex

plain the belief[|in reward, in the light
of present-day knowledge, might ef

face it completely .from our minds.

.Fortunately, Judaism like nature

nspeaks a various language.' It ad

dresses itself to all men and to every

^age. It embraces teachings gdapted

to an age of doubt as well as those
"
that appeal to ah age of unquestioning

faith. We, therefore, need not ask

Judaism to make compromises. We
'

are sure to find in Judaism itself such

an understanding of the term 'reward'

shall not jar upon the modern en

lightened ear.
Let us study, in the first place,

what is implied in the general expect
ation that virtue will receive its re
ward. It implies that moral and

spiritual integrity does not appertain
to the ordbr of things which we are

■ der of life in which virtue dwells,

i Thus, with the least amount of reflec-

tion, are we driven into a corner as

punishment. Since doing the will of

God very often involves pain and

hardship, we have a right to c'aim

| some reward; on the other hand, to

make that reward certain and imme

diate is to defeat virtue, to rob it of

endurance and sacrifice, which are its

very essence. This paradox has al-
'
i ways been present to the Jewish con-

'
soiousness, and it sought a way tut of

i J it by affirming, that virtue, doubtless,

has its reward, though the reward is
conveyed not in terms of physical and
earthly well-being, but in terms of the
soul and the spiritual life.

Take a concrete illustration. You
tell your child to be diligent in his
studies and to take advantage of
every possible opportunity to acquire
knowledge. You warn him against
the danger of shiftlessness, and you
seek to impress upon his mind the
value of every minute oi time. As it

happens, your child resists all tempt
ation to idleness, studies his lessons,
and conquers his irksome tasks. He
does not do this because he foresees
the kind of pleasure knowledge will
yield him when he will have grown
older, or because he dreads the dan
gers of ignorance. He does it rather
out of faith in you, his mother or his
father. He is perfectly confident that
you are all the time aiming at his
welfare. It may be that" you will
often find it advisable to stimulate
that faith of his, and to encourage
him in his course of obedience, by
holding out to him various induce
ments. Yet, can you, properly speak
ing, call the outings or toys or prizes
which you give him, the reward of
knowledge ? These are as nothing to

the pure delights and satisfactions
which knowledge will bring to him in
his later years, and which he can as
yet hut little comprehend. ~-

This' finds its exact parallel in the
life of man. All of us are God's child
ren whom He has put into the school .
of life. We are given pertain things
to learn and certain tasks to do. God
sends us to this school of life evidently
for a purpose, and that purpose is the
education and development of the soul
and character. We have sufficient
faith in God, our Father, to believe
that in view of all efforts and striv
ings and ambitions to carry out His
will, He cannot be paocking us. If
wealth an l honor fall to our lot, they
are given us, perhaps, as inducements
to stimulate us in our obedience, but
as nothing more." The exact nature,
however, of happiness which is the
true and permanent reward of virtue,
we can not possibly know, for it is of
a world and a life beyond and above
this rose-strewn vale of tears.

But, you might ask, if by reward of

virtue and punishment of sin, we are
to understand a purely spiritual good
or evil, what of the promise of such

statutes and keep His commandments?
No less puzzling is the Warning that
the curse of terror, and of starvation,
and of the sword of vengeance will
overwhelm us if we will not hearken
unto God and despise His command
ments. The apswer given by men

Albo and Nacbmanides is that
both the promise and the threat refer
to Israel the nation and not to the in
dividual Israelite. So interpreted, we
may take quite literally the words of
the blessing and the curse. We need
only turn to history to find them
strongly corroborated. Sin and vio
lence among a people have alwavs in
vited death and exterminatic n. Right
eousness and purity in a nation have
always been forerunners of peace and
happiness.

At times, as in the case of the na
tions of Canaan, God delays the exe
cution of His wrath and waits till the

iniquity of the Emorites is not yet
full" {Gen. xv, 15). But when retri
bution does come, it comes like a
whirlwind, sweeping everything be
fore it. Who knows but that thefate
of the Canaanites might have been
our fate, too, bad it not been that God
detected in us certain spiritual powers
which we inherited from our great
ancestors, the Z'chuth Abotb, as the
rabbis called it. If the present exile

, appear
to us to be one of undue dura

tion, the rabbis tell us, it is because
we are expiating the sins of hate and
oppression. Thus, while for the in
dividual Israelite, reward and pun
ishment hold good only in a region
where soul and spirit and character
are realities, yet lor the nation of 'Is
rael both the blessing and the curse
named in the Torah have been ful
filled to the letter.

We must not infer, however, that
because the reward and punishment
described in the Torah, are national
in character, they need give us, as in
dividuals, but little concern. On the
contrary, the blessing and the curse
are dwelt upon with such detail and
emphasis in order to generate a feel
ing of mutual responsibility, a feeling
without wbioh Jewish living cannot

complete. When we feel con
vinced that eac.t>wft4 every one of us

exerts an influence for good
or for ill upon the life o.f his fellow-

minds properly and spiritualty attain
ed to respond to realitu s named soul,
spirit and character. We do not need
tne terrors of Gehinnom, uor tbe lumes
of 6iflphur nor the whirlwii ds of tern

pestious fire, nor adamaniite chair. s
to confirm these wurus of the sages so
simple and direct and in exact accord
ance with truth "let not thy imagin
ation give thee hope that the grave
will be a place of refuge for thee;
perforce thou wile in the futuie havt
to give account and reckoning before
the Supreme King of Kings, blessed
be He." {Ethics of the Fathers, Ch. 4).

The Ten Commandments.
i.

My Dear Children:

I am going to talk to you to-day
about the twentieth chapter of Ex

odus , containing the Ten Command

ments—the Hebrew word translated

Commandment, is really "a word,"
an utterance, a declaration — all of

which, I am sure you are able to re

peat.
They were given originally to the

Children of Israel, but they have been

claimed by most of the civilized peo

pie in the world, and whilst Jewish

children are taught to repeat them

in their .Sabbath classes, Christian

children learn to obey them ia their

Sunday schools.

They were written up in the Syn

agogues as well as in the Churches,
and they find a place in the religious
services of the Jews as well as in the

prayer books of our Christian neigh
bors.

I think it only right that we should

note what we have in common with

other people's faiths, and also where

the indifference lies, for it helps us to

understand our neighbors.
We will divide the Ten Command

ments into two columns, five on each

side.
.The first four teach us, human

beings, our duty to God Himself: they
refer to the relationship between

God and man.
'I hey were directed against idol-

ati y, against taking the Lord's name

in vain, and contain the Command

ment that touches on the seventh

day— the Sabbath.
These are followed by the Fifth

Commandment which is still in the

same column, andconoerns the duties

we owe to our parents; it stands mid

way. between the Commandments

that relate to God and those which

relate to our fellow-men.

And this is the very position that

our parents hold ; they stand next to

God as regards their children, and

when those children are very young
and do not know right from wrong,
or good from evil, they take the

place towards them of God Himself.

"Honor thy father and thy mother,
■Ithat thy days may be long upon the

Ikm|^yhieh the Lord giveth thee."

Then follow the last five Command

ments, which all relate to the behav

ior of man to man.

We are to respect eaeh other's lives,

property, good name, and not even

covet our wealthier or happier neigh

bor's possessions.
lifow let us return to the first Com

mandment ; it is ss follows :

"J am thf thy Ctod, which

Egypt, out of the house of bondage."
This hardly sounds like a Com

mandment, buf more like a declara

tion, a note of authority, as it were
for the rest.

God:havjng made us a nation, hav

lead useful and happy lives. |

We next come to the second Com
mandment:

"Thou shalt have no other Gods
but Me."

This Commandment is entirely di

rected against idolatry, the worship
ping of images of Gods, whether in
the human form or in that of anim
als. This [seems strange to us now,
when we are in danger of making
idols of stone, silver or gold, and

bowing down before them; but, in

the old days of the Bible stories, idol-

airy was the recognized custom of
the people among whom the Children
of Israel were thrown The Egyp-
t'ans were idolaters, so were the
numerous tribes who dwelt in Cana

an, and with whom the Israelites
were soon to cnme in contact.

The one great distinction between
the Hebrew people and the other
nations lies in their worship of f-eir
one tiue God, and this was the reli

gion or faith to which they had to

,
hold

fast,
and 'which it was to be

their honor and glory to transmit, or

hand down to other nations. If they
had relapsed into idolatry, they
would not have been a distinct peo
ple any more; they would very soon
have lost amongst the tribes that
surrounded them.

Of course, people are prone to fol
low the habits and customs they see
around them; so it was really very

, difficult for the Israelites to divert

. from idolatry, as difficult as many

other things have become to the Jews

days.

Forerunners of Zionism.

v.

Zevi Hirsch Kalischer.

QNE
of the me nwho already in the last

century recognized the necessity
ol finding a home for the Jewish peo

ple in Palestine was the great Rabbi

Zevi Hirtch Kalischer, the subject of

this sketch. Althougha devout Jew he

firmly believed that the Jewish peo

ple could only be helped by helping
themse ves, and with that object in

view he worked unceasingly for the

Jewish settlement of the Holy Land.

Rahhi Kalischer was torn at Lissa

, in the Province of Posen on March

'
24th, 1795. He was designated for

the Rablnate anc received his-Talmu-

; die education from Jacob of Lissa and

Akiba Eger 'of Posen. After his

marriage life Jeft Lissa and settled in

Thorn, where he spent the rest of his

life. Here he took an active interest

in the afiairs of the Jewish commun

ity, and for more than thirty years
held the offiee of'Rabbinatsverweser" '

(acting rabbi.) Disinter estness was a

prominent ftatureof his character;
he refused to accept any renumera-

tion for his seryices, his wife, by
means of a small business, providing
their meager subsistance.

In his youth he wrote, "Eben Bo-

han," commentary on several juridi
cal themes of the Shulhan >

Aruk,

Hoshen Misbpat (KrotoscSnri 18^2),
and "Sefer Moznayim la-Mishpat,"
commentary in three parts on the

whole. Hoshen Mishpat (parts i. and
ii. Krctoschin and Koenigsberg 1855 ;

partiii still in manuscript). He also
wrote: Glopses on Shulhan Aruk

Yoreh De'aii, published in the new

Wilna edition of that work. "Sefer

Berit," commentary upon the

Pentateuch; "Sefer Yezi'at Mizra-

yim," commentary on the Pesach

Haggadah;
(
'Hidd.ushim" on sfeveral

treatises; etc. , He also

contributed largely to Hebrew mag-
I izines as Ha-Maggid, Ziyyon, Ua-Ibri

*

and Ha- Lebanon. Inclined to phil
osophical speculation, Kalischer,
studied the systems of medieal and
modern Jewish and Christian philoso

phers, one result being his "Sefer

Emunah Yesharah," an inquiry into

Jewish philosophy and dogma (2 vols,.

Krotoschin, 1843, 1871); an appendix
to vol 1 contains a commentary in

complete on Job and Ecclesiastes.
In the midst of his many activities

however, his thoughts centred on one

idea the colonization of Palestine, in

order thereby to provide a home for

the homeless Eastern Jews and trans

form the mauy Jewish beggars in the

Holy Land into a useful agricultural

population. He proposed to collect

money for this purpose from Jews in

all countries; to Duy and cultivate

land in Palestine ; to found an agri

cultural school either in Palestine it

self or in France; and to form a Jew

ish military guard for security df the

colonies. He thought the time espec
ially favorable for the carrying out of

his idea, as the sympathy, men like

Cr«-mieux,MontefiOre, Rothschild, and

Albert Cohn rendered the Jew3 pol
itically influential. To these and

similar Zionist ideals he gave ex

pression in his "Derishat Ziyyon"

(Lyck 1862), oontaining three theses:

(1) the salvation of the Jews promised

by the Prophets, can come about onl }

, in a natural way— by self-help: (2)

colonizttion in Palestine; (3) admis

{
sibility

of the
observance of sacrifices

in Palestine at the present day. The

appendix contains an invitation to
the reader to become a member of the

colonization societies of Palestine.
This book made a very great im

pression, especially in the East. It
was translated into German by Poper
(Thorn, 1865), and a second Hebrew,
edition was issued by N. Fried land

(ib.1866). kalischer himself traveled
with indefatigable zeal , to different

German cities for the purpose of es

tablishing colonization soe'eties. It

<was his influeqae that caused Hayyim

i

Lurie in Frankfort on-the Main in

1.861, to form the first society of the

kind, and this was followed by others.

Owing to Kalischer's agitation there
was founded the Palestinian colony
Mikweh Yisrael, the Rabbinate of
which was offered to him, but he was
too old to accept it Although all these
endeavors were not attended with
immediate success, Kalischer never
lost hope.
