I propose to offer : |
a few remarks on this solemn occasion on the subject
of Talmud Torah. By Talmud Torah I do not mean
the study of Jewish literature as pursued by the
Rabbi and the few professional students. The Tal-
mud Torah of which I wish to speak on this occasion
i the study of the Torah, extended to the humblest
member of the community, reaching the very babes,
or as the term is commonly used as a synonym of the
=bon na(thereligious school). In this capacity the
Talmud Torah is one of the main objects for which
Synagogues are built and Rabbis are appointed.
Thus Judges 5:11 is parpahrased by an ancient Rabbi,
‘‘ Here is a small settlement in Israel. And they rose
and built a Synagogue and appointed a sage and en-
gaged teachers for the children. The good example
is followed by another city in its neighborhood.
They also built a Synagogue and engaged teachers,
And so the schools increase in Israel, in which the
righteous acts of the Lord are rehearsed in the very
villages.” The establishment of a school for children,
or the erection of the Talmud Torah,and equipping
it with the necessary staff, is here regarded as the
main funcfion of the Synagogue. This was the rule
which was followed by Israel almost throughout its
long history. No community was too small to pro-

proud. Our Synagogues and our charitable institu-
tions, which are constantly increasing in number and
in weight, bear comparison with those of the oldest
communities in Europe and Asia. But there is one
sore point which still requires the serious attention
of our leaders. and chat is the Talmud Torah. . I by
no means overlook the fact that we are already in
possession of Institutions set apart for the purpose of
training Rabbis and devoted to the cause of higher
Jewish learning. To those iuready in existence, a
new one is to be added by the munificence of the the
late Moses A: Dropsie, at Philadelphia, under the di-
rection of experienced guides and trusted leaders,
whose work I'have no doubt will likewise contribute
to magnify the cause of Jewish learning and to make
it glorious.

Yet it must be stated that as long as we have
no proper Talmud Torahythe higher learning will
always remain without a basis and never take root
on American soil. The normal conditions in olden
times seems to have been that of a thousand persons
entering the Talmud Torah the largest number ob-
tained a fair knowledge of the Bible; a smaller num
ber became acquainted with the Mishnah; a certain
fraction even acquired a knowledge of the Talmud;

How deeply this sentiment took root in Israel
may be seen by the various references to bequests
for the Talmud Torah, scattered over the responsa of
the Middle Ages and other historical records.

It is the sacred language,
it is the language of the Bible, it is the
language of the Prayer Book and
the depository of all the sublimest
thoughts and noblest sentiments that
Israel taught and felt for more than
three thousand years. It is the tie
that unites us with millions’ of wor-
shippers in the same sacred language,
who are our brothers and our brethren
in spite of all the latest theological
discoveries and ethnological hypo-|
theses. It is the na language of

be a thing is to know a thing, and to
know a thing is to be a thing.

I know that there are some well-
meaning persons who maintain that
the fate of religion should not be
made dependent on a certain language.
The real question is what we mean by
religion. If we are indifferent as to
the nature of the religion, any lan-
guage will do. It may blossom out
into an ethical cult, it may develop
into the worship of the beautiful and
sublime, or may take the shape of the
Service of Man. Constituted how-
ever as human nature is, with its
hankering after the mysterious and
its tendency towards the worship
of Sorrow, it is more probable that
this ‘‘distilled religion” will sooner or
later evaporate into a sort of Spiritu-
alism or Christian Science. Of this
possibility the signs are not wanting
gven the present moment. Butwhat-
ever shapeit may take, it will certainly
not be Judaism. When the last sound
of Hebrew will havedisappeared from

our Synagogues, the last trace of Ju-
daism. will also have gone.

Work Among Adult Misdemeanants

THE first annual report of the New
York Reformatory of Misde-
meanants just issued contains much
interesting material:

Till October 10th, 1906, Hon. Fran-
cis J. Lantry was Commissioner of
Correction. And during the time that
he held office he was successful in
founding the New York City Reforma-
tory. When Mayor McClellan pro-
moted him to the Commissionship of
the Fire Department, he was suc-
ceeded by the Hon. John V. Coggey,
who has proved himself an able ad-
ministrator. The two honorable gen-
tlemen are deserving of all the praise
that can be bestowed for what has
been done for the reformation of mis-
demeanants between the ages of six-
teen and thirty years in Greater New
York. This we say unhesitatingly
from having read the first annual re-
port of the Board of Parole of the
New York City Reformatory of Mis-
demeanants. The overseer of thein-
gtitution at Hart's Island, John E.
Van de Carr, formerly Warden of the
City Prison, is a graduate in science
of Cornell University, Ithaca, N. Y.

In his annual report to Commis-
sioner of Correction Hon. John V.
Coggey, we find that it covers every
point of interest. The institution is
the only one in the United States solely
for misdemeanants. The charter of
the greater city gave New York the
most magnificent opportunity in its
higtory to solve a problem vital to
every citizen. The Reformatory has
a Board of Parole consisting of nine
commissioners, and among its members
is Samuel B. Hamburger.

The work of the institution reflects
the attitude shown by the inmates in
all the trades taught, and the rapidity
with which they have advanced  in
their scholastic education. The Com-
missioner of Correction is thus on the
right road in the great problem of
what to do with our misdemeanants.

Their spiritual welfare has been
faithfully cared for by the Catholic
Protestant and Hebrew (Rabbi H.
Veld) Chaplains of the Department of
Correction, and attendance at reli-
gious services has been usually large
though not compulsory.

During the year 1906 the Hebrews
in the Reformatory were 112 or 25.69
per cent. The youngest inmate was
16 years of age, the oldest 29. The
nativity of inmates includes United
States, 311 or 71.33 per cent; Austria-
Hungary, 21; Russia, 39; Germany,
7; England, 2; Italy, 39; Ireland, 7;
Roumania, 2; France, 2; Canada, 3;
Sweden, 1; Greece 1; Poland 1. For-
eign born 125 or 28- 67 per eent total,
436 inmates.

It now remains for the writer who
has known Mr. Coggey since he
was our class-mate at school to con-
gratulate him on what has been done.
Commissioner Coggey deserves the
thanks of our community for the
great interest he has taken in our
wayward ones. He is fully qualified
to devise ways and means for the un-
fortunate ones who have yet to learn
the difference between right and
wrong. As we have no institution
of our own for adult delinquents,
the Jews of Greater New York shonld
thank the Department of Correction
for the care it takes of those of our
co-religionists who have gone astray.

Deliberateness.

‘‘Ana he (Moses) spoke unto Ko
rah and unto all his assembly,
saying, in the morning then the
Lord will make known who belongs
to him.”—Numbers, xvi. 5,

NE of the most admirable traits
in man or woman is deliberate-
ness. What amount of mischief can
be avoided by calm self possession.
Not to enlarge upon murders that are
committed under an impulsive action,
but otherwise,deeds hastily committed
words quickly uttered, even a little
motion made betraying displeasure,
acts like an electric current that
shocks the othér party and a relation
ensues of feud and enmity, or some
other unvleasant matters arise, which
with deliberateness could have been
averted. Even under provocation it
is wiser, more profitable to be deliber-
ate, catastrophies and clashes can be
averted.

of whom it is said in Scriptures WINM
=8P WY Fwp ‘‘that the man Moses
was very meek.” If there ever was
given him . any provocation. it' was

 When’[Korah rose in rebellion v_vith

two hundred and fifty noted men to
follow him, reproaching him and
Aaron for assuming an authority
which Korah claimed others should
share as well. What did Moses dot
Be did not lose his temper, but in
calm considerateness spoke to them,
telling them: ‘In the morning (to-
morrow) then the Lord will muke
known who belongs to him.”

‘What the idea of Moses was in post-
poning action we can only surmise.
He may have done so in order to give
Korah and his followers time to re-
flect upon their unwise procedure; for
if they had any grievance, rebellion
was not the way to right it with, they
could have presented it in dignified
methods, during' night they might
have thought the matter over and
could have desisted in the morning.
He again may have been calm for his
own sake, beth by setting an example

to the people and to suppress his feel-
ing, enabling him to act the coming
day more deliberately. That it did
He did
‘hm best to avert the catastrophe, but
1as Korah and his frivolous adherents
pressed their revolt, they had to stand
the consequences.

A line must, of course,be drawn
between deliberateness and procrasti-
nation, between maturely considering
a step to be taken or to be abandoned,
and between careless indifference in
a matter, thinking that to-morrow is
time enough.

*Morgen, morgen nur nicht heule,
Sagen alle traege Leute”

is an old German adage and a true
one. Only indolent, thoughtless peo-
ple procrastinate. Any thing impor-
tant to be done, for self or others, the
golden minute is the soonest begun.
The hungry are starving and we must
come to their aid as early as. possible.
The needy are in want and we must
not delay any longer than we cau help
to give them succor. Any thing be-
nevolent or any good to be done, let
us do it without procrastination —
without that ‘‘thief of time;"” but
that was not the case with Moses
when he put off to to-morrow a thing
that he disliked to do. He did not
delight in the terrible fate that befell
Korah and his followers, and he knew
that unless these frivolous men would
dexist from their folly that retribution
would overtake them; thus he speaks
to them calmiy, deliberately, telling
them: ‘‘In the morning, then the
Lord will make known who belongeth
to him.” Don't we all belong to God?
We do, but the question here is sug-
gestive, what did Korah ever do for
God and Israel? What those who
stood up with him in this unhappy
affair? Those who do for God and
humanity belong more to God than
those who do nothing; just as Moses
said after the golden calf 2pisode
YR 5 W, “Who is God’s (or for God)
stand with me.” That language he
ses here, ‘‘the Lord will make known
who is his, or belongeth to him.” We
cannot emphasize the conduct of
Moses too strongly, his calm disposi-
tion,his cool deliberations. Well, did
Solomon say nANIM 37 DEN TN

‘““He that is slow to anger has much
understanding.”—Prov. 15. 29. There
may be wise men, good men, men of
deep knowledge and bright under-
standing, but it is a deplorable defect

in any one who is impulsive and
hasty. Many a word rashly spoken
is regretted : many a deed hastily done
bringp sorrow, which the doer would
give the world if it could be undone.
Many friends have been parted, rela-
tives estranged; even brothers and
sisters conceived hate for one another,
whose love should nestle deep in their
hearts, conditions brought about by
hasty words or rash actions. This was
the case with Korah and his follow-
ers. He, in a moment of jealosy
without reflecting or deliberating upon
the nature of his deed rose in revolt
and it cost his own,and his followers,
lives. Always emulate the better ex-
ample, the deliberateness of a Moges.
Trying to be slow to anger; it will add
to our understanding and rebound to
our good!

Like
all vile productions it caters to the
depraved taste of the large class of
vicious and the larger class of thought-
less who find in the Jew an excellent
butt for their humorous spleen, and

thousands of Christian homes in every
English speaking community,the Jew
Swul be held up as an objec. of hatred
and scorn as a *‘firebug” and a “‘swin-
ldler!”

TIONS OF THE UNITED STATES AND CANADA—TRENCHANT RESO-
LUTIONS—DENIAL OF THE TORAH—INTERMARRIAGE CONDEMN-
ED—JEWISH CENTERS INDORSED. i

The fourth convention of the Union
of Orthodox Jewlsh Congregations of
the United States and Canada, held on
Sunday last, gave evidence of the fact
that the leaders of Orthodox Judaism In
this country are not only ready to pro-
test against reform, but are ready and
willing to achieve positive results.

The mission of Israel is to serve God
as the living testimony to His overrul-
ing Providence and to the Divine in-
spiration and Divine authority of His
holy law.

‘““Ye are my witnesses, gsaith the Eter-
nal, and my servant whom I have
chosen.” (Isaiah xliii, 10.) This mission
imposes a two fold obligation: to pre-
sent to mankind faithful testimony to
the Divine authority of the Torah and
to preserve our identity as

on.’l

It is a deplorable but incontrovertible
fact that some men who appear before
the world as exponents of Israel’s faith
ignore the purpose of Israel's election
and marvelous preservation. Not only
do they glve expression to views that
are subversive of Judaism, but they
grossly misrepresent Judaism before the
world and create an impression in the
minds of devout Christians that the Jew-
ish people have abandoned the faith of
their fathers and have accepted the
most radical teachings of the rational-
istic school. ’

A notable instance of such misrepre-
sentation of Judaism has occurred since
the last convention of this union. The
president of the Hebrew Union College
of Cincinnati has stated publicly that
the Bible is not binding or authoritative
for the reform Jew.

‘We should be sadly remiss in our duty
if we allowed such a statement to pass
without . criticiem. If we are the Al-
mighty’s “witnesses’” we must not shrink
from testifying to the authority of His
law when that authority is denied. We
should prove unworthy of our priestly
mission if we allowed such a statement
to go forth to the world from one who
is regarded .as a representative Jew,
without publicly characterizing it as
a gross misrepresentation of Judaism.
For the world at large does not distin-
guish between Orthodox and Reform
Jews. It regards the teachings of Re-
form Rabbis as fair illustrations of Jew-
ish belief. '

_As-this Committee on Presentations of
Judaism has been charged with the duty
of making a formal presentation of Jew-
ish teaching, when the fundamental
principles of Judaism are publicly as-
sailed, and as the Divine authority of the
Bible and binding force of the precepts
of the Torah have been so frequently
denied by the exponents of reform Ju-
dalsm, we recommend that this conven-
tion adopt and publish the following re-
solution:

“Whereas belief in revelation and In
the Divine authority of the Bible is the
basis of Judalam; and whereas recogni-
tion of the binding force of the precepts
of the Mosalc Law {8 the essential of
true Jewish life; be it therefore resolved
that this convention condemns all de-
nials of Revelation and of the Divine
authority of the Bible as un-Jewish, and
characterizes the repudiation of the pre-
cepts of the Mosaic Law as a violation
of the cardinal principles of Judalsm.”

And as we are in duty bound to pre-
sent loyal and fearless testimony to the
world as God's witnesses, so is our na-
tion charged with the obligation to pre-
grve its identity as the servant He has

The policy of divesting public worship
and the Jewish home of all that is es-

June:14: Rabbi, Dr. D. Blaustein; cantor,
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sentially and distinctively Jewish, and

hallowed by ages of observance is mani-
festly a violation of one of the funda-
mental principles of our faith. But a
still more flagrant violation of the Di-
vine principle of Israelltlsh serparatism

is the sanctioning of intermarriage
between Jew and Gentile. Not only
have such marriages taken place where
the Gentile has not previously submitted
to any initiatory rite, but the marriage
ceremony has been performed where the
Gentile has not even become a proselyte
nominally,

At a former convention the President
of this Union commented powerfully up-
on the evil of such marriages, and upon
the cruel wrong inflicted on the offspring
of parents not married in accordance
with Jewish law. We deem the subject
of such profound importance that we
recommend that this Convention adopt
and publish the following Declaration
and that a copy of it be forwarded to
the Central Conference of American
Rabbis.

“Inasmuch as our attention has again
been called to the matter of intermar-
rilage between Jew and Gentile, we deem
it right to make the following declara-
tion:’ .

“First, That a marriage between Jew
and Gentile is according to Jewish law
illegal.

“Becond, That the conversion of the
Gentile to be proved by sincere profes-
sion and discharge of all Jewish relig-
fous duties, and by obedience to the or-
dained ritual requirements of historical
Judaism is pre-requisite to the solemni-
zation of marriage between a Jew and a
proselyte.

“Third, That the action of some
American rabbis in marrying Jew and
Gentile, or Jew and proselyte, without
the above pre-requisite, is opposed to
Jewish law.

“Fourth, That children of a Jew and
a Gentile woman not a proselyte accord-
ing to the above quoted pre-requisites
are deprived of certain Jewish rights
which may militate against the chil-
dren’s: future happiness if marriage be
contemplated by any of them into an ob-
servant Orthodox Jewish family.

‘“Fifth, That in a matter which mo vi-
tally affects Israel throughout the world,
rabbis are asked to refrain in future
from taking or countenancing any such
action or practice so opposed to the law
and customs of Israel.”

Mr. Silmon M. Roeder, in moving the
adoption of the report, delivered an elo-
quent and soul-stirring address. It was
resolved that the resolutions be forward-
ed to the Central Conference of Ameri-
can Rabbis.

“OLD-FASHIONED"” RABBIS
TACKED.

On a motion that a conference, togeth-
er with downtown rabbis, be convened,
Isidore Hershfield sharply criticised the
downtown rabbis, whom he termed old-
fashioned, and whom, he said, showed no
regard for the needs of the young gener-
ation. He considered it hopeless to do
anything with them. This attack aroused
Rabbi Margolis, who warmly espoused
the cause of these rabbis.

The motion was passed.

Mr. I. Hirsch, of Germany, delivered
an interesting address, giving detalls of
the work of the Orthodox Union in that
country.

It is situated in a
prominent residential section and has
been sought by several fraternal orders
for the erection of various temples and
clubhouses, but the price has always
been a little too high. The members of
Temple Emanuel are veryanxious to be-
gin bullding operations at once, and at
Sunday’s meeting the offlcers were in-
structed to visit the .different Reformed
temples throughout Greater New York
to get ideas on building. The committee
iz expected to report at the next meet-
ing and as soon as the -plans are pre-
pared and presented ground will be
broken.

The building will cover the entire
seven lots and is promised to be one of
the finest in Greater New York. At the
next meeting a soclal committee will be
appointed to arrange for different social
events under the auspices of the society,
the proceeds of which will be donated
toward the erection of the bullding.
ILiouls Levin, treasurer, reported that
$11,000 was at the present time in the
treasury and that he expected that
amount to be doubled before the first
of the month.

DISRAELLI.
By C. F. G. MASTERMAN, M. A,

(Conclusion)
IN face of so magnificent a spec-
tacle as Disraeli's success, why
arouse needless controversy, we may
ask, by attemptfng to drag in some-
thing so irrelevant as questions of
political morality? ‘I confess to be
unrecognised at this moment by you,”
Disraeli writes to Sir Robert Peel in
1841—*‘‘appears to me to be over-
whelming, and I appeal to your own
heart—to that justice and that mag-
nanimity which I feel are your char-
acteristics—to save me from an intol-
erable humiliation.” ‘Do not destroy
all his hopes,” Mrs. Disraeli added,
*‘and make him feel his life has been
a mistake. ' Five years after, when
reminded of this by Sir Rubert Peel,
“I can say I never asked a favor of
the Government,’ he calmly informed
the House of Commons, ‘‘not even
one of those mechanical things which
persons are obliged to ask: yet these
assertions were always made in that
way, though I never asked a favor;
and as regards myself, I never, di-
rectly or indirectly, solicited office.”
Biographers have been concerned
to explain this incident in a thousand
impossible apologies. It is warmly
asserted that Disraeli's bitter attacks
upon Sir Robert Peel were not directed
by personal revenge for the rejection
of his application. No one now imag-
ines such an explanation. Disraeli
was after too big high stakes to be
turned aside by anything so petty as
personal revenge. He attacked Peel
because with the eye of genius he saw
that Peel's desertion of the country
party gave him the opportunity for
which he had waited half a lifetime.
It was the direct way to the hedfts of
the ‘‘gentlemen of England” bursting
with inarticulate fury, and wel¢oming
with eagerness their spokesman as

far away the plying upon pettiness
and silly ambition appears the work
of one who, in Mr. Bryce's words,
“watched English life and politics as
a student of natural history might
watch the habits of bees or ants.”
The critic apprehends the dire conse-
quences of this theatrical display.
Modern Jingoism is one of them,which
has poisoned the springs. Another is
the ruin of the Christians of the East.
Here is a heavy price to pay for the
set limelight scene of ‘‘ Peace and
honour.”

But the other half of the mind is
with him through it all. We applaud
in whole-hearted fashion the spirit,
the pluck, the unconquerable will and
determination. We rejoice with al-
most a perpetual triumph as the long,
seemingly so hopeless, efforts of thirty
years terminate in the attainment of
the desired goal.

And, indeed, something more repu-
table remains. Outside the ‘‘game”
of politics there was much altogether
admirable. He was a dutiful son, an
affectionate brother. He showed a
real kindness to friends; a certain
magnanimity. The never-wavering
gratitude to his wife for her whole-
hearted devotion illuminates this
strange character with tenderness and
emotion. Above all, we owe him a
certain cynical sincerity very useful
for ‘‘islanders,” one of whose charac-
teristics 18 an unparallel of self-decep-
tion. ‘‘Lying is a crime only where it
is a cruelty.” ‘‘When I meet a man
whose name I have utterly forgotten,
I say, ‘And how is the old complaint?”’
“No Dogmas, no Deans.” In country
houses ‘‘their table talk is stable talk.”
““They think it the battle of Armaged-
don: let us go to lunch.” “‘I am never
well save in action, and then I feel
immortal.” These and similar say-
ings have become part of the current
coin of England’'s wordly wisdom.

“Every one knows the steps of a

their leader. One can regard with
admiration the imperturbable courage
and audacity with which he threw
down his challenge to Peel. ‘‘In the
small hours of the morning following
the debate,” Peel ‘‘was fishing in a
gea of papers for Disraeli's letter,”
which he could not find. Perhaps had
he found it the histpry of England
might have been changed. There is
no need to attempt elaborate explana-
tion of forgotten memory or momen-
tary madness in this particular inci-
dent of a career which never pretended
to acknowledge tbe impeding limita-
tions of the accepted moral standards.

To any detached observer of an im-
aginary Gero'stein the career is one
prolonged miracle. Even with a con-
sciousness of the ruvin effected, it is
almost impossible not to cheer the on-
ward advance. At the beginning,
‘*looking like Gulliver among the Lili-
putians”-suffering from chronic dys-
pepsia, he appears on the political
arena ‘‘devoured by ambition I did
not see any means of gratifying.” He
was an alien, without money, without
friends; obviously to the great fami-
lies of England an adventurer; im-
possible. At the end he has broken
the charmed circle, penetrated to the
centre, bent the great families of Eng-
land to his will. He drives them un-
resisting along roads they dread,
towards ends they cannot forsee. He
has become the idol of the aristocracy.
He isthaintimate friend of the Queen.
Finally, for one intoxicating moment,
he stands in the full gaze of the world,

Dictator of Europe.

“|quiesce. It sees the lowering of pub-

lic life, the unscrupulous manipula-
tion of ideal causes to forward ome
individaal ambition; the flattery, the
adroitness, the despising of men. Es-
timated now ag if a long time agoand

lawyer's career—he tries to turn to
get on, to get honors, to get honest.
This one (of a certain Lord Chancel-
lor) edits hymns instead of briefs,
and begins by cozening juries he com-
pounds with heaven by cramming
children in a Sunday school."

There is a real pathos about the
end, the pathos which shrouds the end
of all great actors. Theplay is nearly
played. The harsh world of reality
can no longer be kept out of the king-
dom of fantasy and illusion. Like
another great actor, Chateaubriand,
he has ‘‘seen so many phantoms defile
through the dream of life.” ‘‘Yes,
but it has come too late,” was the
reply to congratulation on the great
triumph. “I am so blind; I come
here: I lookround: Isee noone: I go
away.” ‘‘Never defend me,” was his
last request.

His definition of the most desirable
life as ‘‘a continued grand ptocession
from manhood to the tomb” had been
abundantly realized. ‘‘He faced the
facts of life,” said one who loved him,
‘‘psychological and spiritual, gravely.
I had almost said sorrowfully: he
faced t em compassionately.” ‘‘I had
rather live,” he asserted at the end;
“‘but I am not afraid to die.” His ver-
dict upon one of the characters of his
creation is perhaps the last word upon
his own intimate soul, the self which
withdrew so securely from the mad-
ness of life’s fitful fever :—' ‘What they
called reality appeared to him more

vain and nebulous than the scenes
and sights of sleep.” '

gation assembled at the new home of the
Congregation Mic. veh Israel of Harlem,
107 West 116th street. The place was

The ceremany of filling the open letters
in the scroll followed,  and occupled
much time, a large sum being subscribed
for the benefit of the congregation.

Rev. Dr. Henry Pereira Mendes also
addressed the assemblage on the truths
of Holy Writ, and pointed out the ab-
solute necessity of a sound, healthy, re-
ligious instruction of the young, Ingrain-
ing in them by teaching and by righteous
example the virtues of our divine faith.
‘We said that what best represented our
duty was contained in the words, rever-
ence, righteousness and responsibility,
and that by these alone can Israel ever
be guided aright.

The scroll was then returned to the
ark with inspiring psalmody, and the
services concluded by the entire assem-
blage joining in the hymn “Adon 'Olom,”
followed by the benediction pronounced
by Dr. Morais.

The celebration was in every way suc-
cessful and left a deep impression upon
all present, .

The special work of rescuing the oppressed
should be entrusted to sub-committees, composed of Jews and Christians,
whose office it would be:

(1.) To collect evidence from all parts, concerning the disabilities im-
posed upon the Jews and the indignities or cruelties they are subjected to
(2) To give full publicity to such authentic evidence and thereby to create
and foster an international public opinion which would exercise legitimate
pressure, not only on the Government informed against, but on all Govern-
ments, thus impelling them to obliterate by preconcerted action, the dark
spot which, for centuries past, has disgraced and which is still disgracing,
the history of man.

The Advance of Orthodox Judaism.

HE Fourth Convention of the Union of Orthodox Jewish Congregations of

the United States and Canada held in this city on Sunday, gave evidence

of a virility little dreamt of. Orthodoxy is not fashionable and therefore
the battle the Union has to wage is all the more up-hill.

Notwithstanding these difficulties the leaders of- the Union are not dis-

mayed, but give a clear and unmistakable presentation of the principles for

which the Union stands.

The president, the Rev. Dr. H. P. Mendes, the vice-president, the Rev.
Dr. Medola de Sola, and the secretary, Mr. Albert Lucas, did not mince
wordsin their reports. There was no equivocation, no hedging, no trimming.

We are glad to note that besides dwelling upon the achievements of the past,
the reports dealt with the problems of the future. Dr. Mendes counselled the
appointment of English-speaking ‘rabbis so as to attract the young to the
synagogue. There seems to be no reason why young men and women should
be compelled to attend pervices at reform temﬂes in order to hear a sermon
in the vernacular, and Mr. Lucas too, insigted upon Orthodox Synagogues
awakening to the needs of the young generation. s

The pronouncement against intermarriage and the custom of some
rabbis who marry Jew and Gentile without the latter’s complete initiation
into our fold is timely.

The Union of Orthodox Jewish Congregations of the United States and
Canada has a great future, provided Orthodox Congregations will learn wis-
dom and rally round the standard raised by the Union. It is useless to
bewail conditions; we must make every effort to mend them. :

The statement so often made that Orthodox or conservative Judaism can
find no home in this country, is a gross exaggeration. It is true that the
Orthodoxy, which refuses. to take altered circumstances into consideration
must be doomed to failure. But an enlightened Orthodoxy with a clean,
decorous, beautiful service, rabbis and ministers who will ever keep in touch
with the young, model Talmud Torahs and religion schools must ultimately
triumph. . '

The Union has for the past ten years striven to bring all this about,
That it has not always succeeded is not the fault of the leaders, but must be
attributed to the indifference of the people. ‘

Judsism in America is in the making. Shall we leave the procesd of

moulding our successors to those who would break down every sacred Jewish
' institation and establish in their stead a colorless creed, or shall we encour-
age the Union of Orthodox Jewish Congregations to continue in the path
which will Jead to & i_;;qﬁ,_umdult@mted, national Judaism? :

Nor can it be said that his lack of piety should bring him into dis-
repute wih his Reform admirers for no one can gainsay the fact that
a Reform Rabbi mever prays except when he reads the Union Prayer
Book in the Temple during the Sabbath services. As for ‘ grace after
meals” or ‘‘night prayers” such ‘‘foolishment” is left to the benighted Ortho-
dox believers.

Reform as preached and practised by Dr. Hirsch — with its Seferless
Hebrewless, prayerless Sunday-Sabbath mode of worship, is, in the very
nature of things, bound to be the result of the teaching and example
of the Hebrew Union (College, and the quicker that fact is realized
and properly understood, the better it will be for true Judaism in

America.

OF old the spirit of God hovered
over the face of the waters.

The
mighty procession of patriarchs, pro-
phets, psalmists, philosophers and
Rabbis do but form the vanguard of
our eternal march through history,
proclaiming, pleading and thundering
singing, persuading, teaching, spoke
those great men; lived and died only
to lead mankind onward, upward,
Godward until all shall -reach this
Peace for earth, this Happiness for
mankind. To help this marchof all
humanity is the mission of orthodox
Judaism.

>< For God and the Torah.

Presidential address delivered at the Fourth Conventien of the Union of Orthodox Jewish
Congregations June 9, 1907.

ny of peace and happiness was struck
in the very first message to the patri-
arch the very first in that sgreat and
wonderful procession.

} That keynote is found in the words
‘‘Be a blessing.” Ever since then the
Hebrews have offered to all the world
t® God of the Hebrews. Even as
Abraham built his altar and proclaim-
ed there the doctrine of Olam, a uni-
versal God, every tabernacle, temple,
synagogue erected by his descendants
has been a testirﬁony to that universal
God. In giving the world a universal
God, the Hebrew has been a blessing
to the world.

The God of the spirits of all flesh—
Moses calls hiin. In order that ‘‘all
the peoples of earth may know that
the Lord is God, there is none else,”
proclaims Solomon at that solemn
dedication of his temple. ‘‘My house
shall be called a house of prayer for
all the peoples. God offers *‘peace to
him that is far removed and to him
that is near,"” declares Isaiah.

Orthodox Judaism stands for this,
and only for this, namely,

That God is God, our God, the
world's God. Fa,

But the sole test of this belief is
conduct.

To call him God and disobey His
commands is a contradiction.

Conduct alone decides whether, as
far as we are concerned God is God,
or whether convenience, fashion, ca
price or pride, self-sufficiency, rebell-
lion or disloyalty, mammon, ambition
or greed is God. And according to
that decision, Orthodox Judaism is
true or false. In other words, Ortho-
dox Judaism differs from any other
form of Judaism or from any other
system of religion in its loyalty to the
thought that obedience to the will of
God as revealed in His Holy Writ and
the translation of the holy thoughts
of that inspired and inspiring Book
into conduct,alone prove whether (od
is God or whether our own Whims

and fancies, conveniences and fash-
ions, desires, wills and interests are
enthroned instead as God to guide us
and to be law for us.

‘“God and the Torah” is always our
battle cry, God and the word of God
as voiced by the prophets in Holy
Writ!

For what else have we passed
through the waters of persecution,
through the streams of prejudice,
through the fires that burnt us not,
through the flames that could no
consume us! True, God has been
with us: the streams mnever over-
whelmed, the fires never wholly con-
sumed us. True He has been the Lord
our God, the Holy One of Israel, ‘‘our
Saviour,” as the impassioned prophet
continues.

But for what reason do we live to-
day and for what reason has God
brought us to this great country, if it
is not to teach this great nation that
God is God and not mammon, not
material wealth, notnational power,
not commercial interest, not any of
the modern gods to which the nations
of to-day bend the knee! We stand
for God and for the recognition of
God in human affairs. We tell this
nation God is your God. Make Him
80 | by your conduct.

Not the least of the duties of the
Union of Orthodox Jewish Congrega-
tions is the duty to hold up in this
very country the ideals of citizenship,
of pure home life, and of pure per-
gonal life, the ideals of right living,
right doing and right thinking; the
ideals which mean the web of per-
sonal, social and national life woven
after the pattern of (God, the ideal
that God is God but that He is only
God when His will is man’s will.

First, therefore, in the scope of the
Union's work is to maintain that only
the man, be he Jew or Gentile, who
proves that God is his God by his con-
duct proving that he obeys God's will,
is the good citizen.

The second of the duties of the Un-
ion of Othodox Jewish Congregations
is to awaken fidelity to that God in
the hearts of those who should be His
witnesses, His servants and His cham-
pions.

There are too many Hebrews to-day
who set their own will as superior to
the will of God as revealed in the
Holy Book. Take for example, even
the lowest and coarsest of human con-
siderations, those which affect the food
we eat. How many Hebrews are un-
able to curb their animal appetites or
to control their animal desires, and
therefore set aside. the dietary law?
Is God their God or is animal appetite
their God? But how small is this com-
pared with the disloyality of those
who deny the validity of God’s Sab-
bath day; who deny the revelation of
God as declared in the Holy Book;
who deny the eternal nationality of
Israél; who tear faith into shreds by
inisuse of higher criticism as they pre-
sume to call it; who would send as
pastors to the sheep of Israel, men
whom they train in disloyality to the
teachings of the prophets; how small
is this compared with the inconsist-
ency of those who observe as Holy
days the foundation for whose holi-
ness or the reason for whose observ-
ance rests wholly and solely upon a
Book whose authorship they question,
whose historic value they doubt and
whose inspiration they deny.

For example, ‘‘Thus saith the Lord,
which giveth the sun for a light by

day, and the ordinances of the moon

and of the stars for a light by night,
which divideth the sea when the waves
thereof roar; the Lord: of hosts is His
name. :

If these ordinances depart from be-
fore Me, saith the Lord, then the seed
of Israel also_shall cease from being a
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nation before Me for ever.”
Chap. xxxi, 35-36).

But thus saith the Reform-Rabbi—
““We are no longer a nation.” And
if we are asked, if we are compelled
to take our choice between Jeremiah,
the modest prophet, and the modern
Reform Rabbi, may we not be par-
doned if we prefer Jeremisah?

For loyalty to this as to every law,
declaration of ideal of the Bible, Or-
thodox Judaism stands. That is not
true Orthodox Judaism which does
not translste the ideals of the Bible
into actual daily life, into conduct.
Let me repeat what I had occasion to
declare at a previous convention.
That is not true Orthodox Judaism
which means to be strict in not per-
mitting unclean food to enter the
mouth but not to be strict in prevent-
ing a falsehood from escaping from it.

That is not true Orthodox Judaism
which permits a man to work for his
living, without proper thought and
proper act for other people’s living.
“Let thy brother live with thee.”

That is not true Orthodox Judaism
which forbids leaven in homes during
one week but permits deceit or sharp
dealing or grinding down the work-
slave during the whole year.

That is not true Orthodox Judaism
which rejoices to build for one week
a Succah but fails for the whole year
to build character. The spotless soul
more important than the spotless cit-
ron, the heart that bends in rever-
ence is more than the bending palm;
the eye that looks up to God in daily
life is of more import than holding
the pliant willow. Conduct, conduct,
conduct, this is Orthodox Judaism.

Third.—To make conduct, by which
I mean the recognition of God as our
actual God or actual Guide in our
daily life is the task of the Union of
Orthodox Jewish Congregations.

To this end, we recommend

First.—Ceaseless effort to induce
all Congregations to have religious
schools for boys and girls; the aban-
donment of the un-Jewish theory that
the religious education of girls is of
small importance. Theseschools must
be conducted with modern methods
combined with ancient loyalty.

Second.—The engagement of an
English-speaking Rabbi who by edu-
cation and training sball be able to
command the respect of the young
men, young women, and the children,
and instruct them all' by school or
religious centre work. There is no
reason why two or more Congrega-
tions in the same district or city
should not unite to support one rabbi
among them for suchsacred purposes.

Third.—The formation of Jewish
religious centres to foster Jewish sen-
timent and to hold the young people
of the district, whether or not they
belong to a Synagogue, to loyalty to
Jewish thought. The Congregations
of a district should combine for this
purpose.

‘When we know that there is such a
gociety as an Assimilation Society in
Brownsville to promote intermarriage
we know what kind of societies are
being formed by the sons and daugh-
ters of men and women who were
Orthodox; when we know that amuse-
ment houses of low charaeter, dance
halls, pool and billiard saloons are
thronged with our young men and
young women; when we know that
there are so many clubs of Jewish
young men and women with nothing
distinctively Jewish about the clubs,
when we know that so vast a, number
do not ‘‘Remember the Sabbath Day
to keep it holy,” but seek - .Pleasures
which destroy holy associations; when
we find 8o many of our young people
throw off their allegiance to our reli-
gion and become nominal Jews or

Jowesses or not even that, we find

(Jer.,

abundant room for energetic work.
This Union can only appeal to the
Congregations in the various districts
of towns, to unite in order to provide
religious service on Sabbath eve or
Sabbath day such as will appeal to
the young men and to the young
women. I again emphasize the neces-
sity of giving the young women proper
religious education. They are to be
the futrre mothers and wives in Israel.
Their influence on their own children
will be tremendous. I declare it abso-
lutely un-Orthodox and absolutely
un-Jewish to neglect the religious edu-
cation of Jewish girls and Jewish
women.

Again taking the Bible as our cri-
terion we find there the exaltation of
womanhood. Our fathers honored
Miriam; they obeyed Deborah; they
received the word of God from Huldah.
Indeed, it is significant enough that
when the accessions of the kings are
noted the name of the queen mother
is often given, indicating the influence
of the mother upon the character of
the son.

Fourth.—The Torah must be brought
into the lives of the children by reli-
gious and Hebrew schools; into the
lives of the young men and women by
district religious centres; into the lives
of the older people by sermons or study-
circles. But we must have teachers,
leaders and Rabbis. For this reason,
teachers’ courses such as those of the
Seminary and elsewhere, must be en-
couraged and the teachers themselves
roused to a consciousness of their duty
to be taught how to teach. For this
reason, congregations must have min-
isters able to influence young men and
women and able to create and guide
district-religious centres, and for this
reason, congregations must have Rab-
bis able to cope with modern condi-
tions. I trust therefore that for the
new congregations as for the older
ones, Rabbis will be trained by the
development of a Yeshiba into co-op-
eration with the Seminary for those
congregations which would not re-
ceive a university graduate, but which
should not be obliged to take as Rabbi
a man altogether unable to under-
stand the clash of American a.nd Jew-
ish life.

Fifth.—The idea of local unions or| -

unions of congregations in each city
or town for general religious needs is
eminently desirable. Religious-school
or Hebrew-school work, district Jew-

'ish religious centers, sermon-work,—

all could be made easier by simple
organization and loyal co-operation.
The Rabbis and Presidents of congre-
gations in each town should begin this
work. '
Sixth.—Congregations should be-
long to this Union for general inter
ests of Orthodox Judaism. Our actual
work which I shall presently sketch,
shows the necessity. Contributions
should be nominal for mere adherence,
and according to present ruling for
actual furtherance of the work. Omne
dollar for mere adherence is desirable
from even the poorest congregation.
It will lead to regular membership.
But higher contributions should now
be made possible. And personal con-
tributions should now be received.
For our Union is growing in scope.
And the time has now arrived when
we should engage and pay a compe-
tent person to travel tbrqggh the coun-
try to organize congregational schools
where needed, to show how to com-
bine modern methods with ancie
loyalty; to promote the Union of con-
gregations in one town for general
congregational interests such as Cash-
eruth purposes of Beth Din where
needed, etc., for establishment of a
Jewikh reataumnt in every city or
town under the religious control of

the rabbi or rabbis, so that Caslfer

and therefore clean food can be ob-
tained; for the creation of circles,
societies or religious centers in order
to hold the young men and women;
for making possible intelligent co-op-
eration with other Jewish communi-
ties or bodies of emergencies, such’as
the Russian persecutions, the San-
Francisco or Jamaica earthquake, etc.
I favor a resolution to this effect.
