HEREVER liberty flourishes

At
present, one half of them find
shelter—aye, shelier as does the
sheep in the abbatoir, to be slaugh-
tered when carnal appetite requires
it; —in a region whose rulers
compel them by brute force to ab-
stain from mental activity; for,
fearing the capabilities of  the
‘““‘Chosen People,”” and in terror
lest the slaves become masters,
- they coneceive auch devices as mlght.
have the effect of converting them
into' & lethargic nation. Still, in
abject terror, — for fear has nvu

The Jewish Encyclopedia devotes
a whole page to tracing thé geneal-
logical tree of the Meldola family.
And well they may; for the Meldo-
las take rank as princes of the Span-
ish Jews. They have econtributed
more than their quota of celebrated
rabbonim. The grandfather of the
present Meldola was one of Doctor
Gaster’s most distinguished prede-
cessors in the position of Haham
of the Spanish and Portugese Jews
of Great Britain. ,
Raphael Meldola was born in
Islington, London, some 60 years
ago. His father, Samuel, whose
only son he was, was a gentleman
of means, and failed not, as a des-
cendant of a noble line, to give his
child an edueation worthy of it.
Raphael’s health being exceedingly
delicate, he was first taught pri-
vately,and then sent to séveralpri-
vate schools under an able super-
visor. At an early age he showed
an especial fondness for scientific
studies. In those days the onmly

country was “the Royal School of

Meldola was accordingly sent after
sufficient prepatatory study. Here|
his dilegence, love of the work,

and estraordinary capacity result-
ed in making of him an execellent
student; so much so, that after
graduation, when 23 years old, he
was appointed a demenstrator.

For a young man of Meldola’s am-
bition this was not much; and so,
after retaining this position for
a year, he retired to devote. him-

Meldola, eager to shine, entered
one of the many coal-tar dye fae-
‘tories which had recently sprung
up all over the country. Here his
researches made the fortune of the
concern, and were of enormous
benefit to the color industries. Pro-
ducts which were originally made-
in the labaratory in grammes were
now produced in tons. Special
mention may be made of his ‘“Mel-
dola Blue,’’ his work on the isom-
erism of naphthalene, and the
synthesis of azo and diazo produets.

In 1885 Meldola was appointed
professor of chemistry in the City
and Guild’s of London Institute,
Technical College, Finsbury, which
post he still retains. Soon after
he married Frederika, a daugher
of Dr. Ma.nrlco Davies, Justice of
the Peace. In the same year he
was presented with the Society of
Art’'s medal. -

As an investigator his reputation
has since enormously increased,
and as a lecturer he has not his
equal.

Neither are his studies ‘wholly
deyoted to chemistry, for as a
naturalist he is equally well known.
In 1882 he undertook the trans-
lation of Weismann’s great work,
“‘Studies in the.theory of descent’’

‘L'here are thurty-two Jewish candidates
ror Parhamentary honors, sixteen stand-
Ing -in the Liberal and #ree "l'rade in-
terest and suxteen in the Conservative
and Tariff Rerorm interest. Fourteen of
the candidates were members of tne last
Farliument, wnilé tnree have sat
In previous Parliaments. The number
or Jewish candidates this time 1s one
less than the number of Jewish candi-
dates at the election in 1906.

The remarkavle treedom from anti-
Semitism for which this country was
noted seemed to be imperiled tor a mo-
ment by some expressions used by
Lloyd George, the Cuancelior of the Ex-
chequer, in referring on a certain oc-
casion_to Lord Rothschild. In reply to
a. letter on the subject Lloyd George
has made a very rull rejoinder which
is as fair as any partisan expression
can be at a time like the present. He
says: “You are quite righl in treating
with indignation the idea that in the
criucisius wnich 1 have founda it neces-
sary Lo pass on Lord Hothschild 1 have
ever spoken with disrespect or his race,
Lelonging, as 1 do, o a small natiomal-
Iy, 1L 1s tne very last thing tnat 1
suould be likely to do. And ceftainly
tne very last race in regard to which 1
could be guilty ot such an offense would
be that of tne Jews. "I'ne Jewish race
nas provided the world for untold cen-
turies with much of its brains and
much of its sense of right. 7The sur-
vival and continued power of that race
is one of the miracles of human his-
tory. -

""No section of the world’'s popula-
tion has, in proportion to its numbers,
contributed so much to the general
store of human wisdom and spiritual
appeal. 1t is certainly not fair of Lord
kothschild, in replying to my criticisms,
Lo call in to his aid the naturally sensi-
tive feelings of a race that has suffered
S0 much and triumphed so signally.

“There is no reason why the freedom-
loving Jews of this country’ should feel
any affection for the House of Lords.
That chamber succeeded in delaying the
grant of political liberty to the Jews for
iwenty-five years after it had been car-
ried by the House of Commons. One
of the first acts of the Liberals in the
first reformed Parliament in 1833 was
to pass a bill relieving the Jews of the
disability platded upon them by the un-
reformed Parliament of 1828, which ex-
cluded the Jews by a phrase, in the
abjuration oath from sitting in’ either
House. That bill was rejected by the
Lords, first in 1833, and again in 1834;
and in spite of the fact that Lord
Rothschild's eminent. father, Baron
Rothschild, was elected as Lord' John
Russell’s Liberal colleague in the repre-
sénsation of the city of London in 1847,
the opposition of the Lords continued‘for
eleven years Ionger, and it was not
until 1858 that their final passage. of
the Jewish Disabilitiés bill enabled him
to take his seat in the House of Com-
mons. Even then the House of Lords
did not accept ithe bill yntil after a
severe tussle with the Commons, al-
though the measure of Jewish emancipa-
tion had, after many years of opposi-
tion by the Tory Party, passed the Com-
mons on both setond and third read-
ings without even a division, The House
of Lords closed its own doors to the
Jews until 1866. i

“It is therefore solely dueé to the perse-
verancg of the Liberal Party and the
pérsistence of the House. of Commons
in face of the'bigotry of the Lords that
Lord Rothschild is able to sit in the
British Parliament at all. If the Lordd
had had their way no Jew would ever
have become a British member of Par-
liament. It seems therefore a little un-
fortunate that the principal use imade
by Lord Rothschild of his seat in Par-
liament is to maintain a continuous and
resolute hostility- towards the measure
of the party that put him there.” So,
Lloyd George.

A further contribution in the nature
of a reply to the above statement comes
from Mr. Lucien Wolf, who talks as
follows: “The assumption underlying
the criticisms which Mr. Lloyd George
tells us he has ‘found it necessary to
pass on Lord Rothschild’ is not very
complimentary to the Liberal Party, and
must be the reverse of agreeable to the
great body of Jewish electors. It is
clearly that the Jews are so deeply In-
indebted to the Liberals for their eman-
cipation that they are precluded. from
opposing any of the measures of that
party or its putative heirs. What adds
to the offensiveness of this suggestion

This,
at any rate, seems to be the inference
one must draw from the singular letter
Mr. Lloyd George has just addressed
"*‘to a Jewish constitution.” . ;

Having suggested this preposterous
claim, Mr. Lloyd George seeks to justify
it with very dubious history. Nothing,
indeed, could be less fair than his con-
trast 'of the two Houses on the Jewish
question. It is quite true that the House
of Lords delayed the final stages of Jew-
ish emancipation for 20 years after the
Cemmons had made up their minds, but
if this Is a reproach to them it is legiti-
mate to ask how long the Lower House
itself required for its share of the task?
The answer is about two hundred years.
As fdr back as 1660 the Commons were
invited by the Crown to take action for
the regularization of .the civil status
of the Jews, but they made no response.
When, in 1753, the first important step
was taken by Mr. Pelham's famous Jew
bill, it was in the House of Lords that
the measure was initiated and first
passed, while in the Commeons- it'met
with a wviolent oppositio Nor did the
Commons, in the followi year, lift a
finger to resist the bigoted clamor from
outside which demanded and obtained
the repeal of the act. Then for three-
quarters of a century neither House
touched the question, and when in the
thirties it was taken up again it was
only on the single point of the admis-
sion eof the Jews to Parliament—primar-
ily a rich man’s question—that any seri-
ous difference arose. All the other
stages of emancipation were fairly even-
ly divided between both Houses and bnth
political parties. ! .

Thus the Sheriff's Declaration act of
1835 was the work of Sir John Camp-
bell, who introduced it irito the Com-
mons, and the author of the Municipal
Offices act of 1845, which completed Jew-
ish municipal emancipation, was Lord
Lyndhurst, who piléted it through the
House of Lords before it came before
the Commons. Clearly, then, it is an ex-
aggeration to picture the House uf Lords
as the inveterate foe of the ‘political
liberty of the Jews.” In regard to one
privilege they were certainly a little
slower than the Commons, but that in
sober truth. is. the worst that can be
said of them. As to Mr. Lloyd George's
claim to the apostolical succession of
the Whig statesman who advocated and
carried Jewish emancipation, I doubt
whether it i3 any more valid than his
history.  Pelham, Melbourne, Campbell,
Russell and Macaulay are names .one
does not readily associate with his bud-
get and with the proposed abolition of
the House of Lords.

Mr. Lloyd George's claim for Jewish
or indeed any support on grounds of
politiecal gratitude,” or even of Liberal
principles and party allegiance, is all the
more inadmissible in the present case
becauyse the issues before the electorate
transcend all the normal differencesy of
party. Hitherto the Constitution ffias'
been common ground for both parties.
In thé coming election every vote cast
must be for or against the Constitution
and the Union. In so grave a national
crisis surely every Englishman, what-
ever his religious denomination, should
be allowed to vote as his intelligehce

'and conscience, unbiased by party ties,

may dictate. For my part, ‘fn voting
against the tremendous proposals of the
Albert Hall programme I shall not be
conscious of any betrayal of Liberal
principles, and still less of any ingrati-
tude to Liberalism.

These two statements of opinion re-
flect accurately first the Liberal and
then the Conservative Jewish sides and
at a time like the present individual

views are at a discount, while party|

views are in the ascendant.

Whatever hopeful views exist respect-
ing the outtome of the'Zionist Congress
at Hamburg, they have -been sorely dis-
appointed in this codntry. The opinion
of many in the community is that the
convention would have been farcical
were it not so tragical. Many believe
Zionist progress has been retarded as
a result.

Herr Wolffsohn's position as leader is
regarded as far from enviable. Some:
opinicns are very pessimistic here and
these regard the prestige of the Zionist
movement as never so low as it is to-
day.

A serious deadlock has arisen over the
proposed demolition of the New Syna-
gogue in Great St. Helens, E. C. (one
of the original three “city synagogues').
The scheme for its demolition, on the
ground that it does not now cater for
the large class it dild formerly, was
passed and sanctioned by the United
Synagogue, to which inter-synagogal as-
sociation it belongs. The scheme pro-
vides for the demolition of the New
Synagogue, as well as the Hambro Syna-
gogue In Union street. Commercial road,
and the erection of a joint place of wor-
ship- in the East End, the funds for
this* and other- communambjecta being1
provided by the sale of site of the
ew Syndgogue, which is computed to
be worth something approaching $600,000.

A number of people.connected with the
old place of worship oppose its demoli-
tion, and the synagogue's representa-
tives at the councjl of the United Syna-
gogue, headed by Mr. Hermann Landau,
walked out of the council chamber'as a
protest when the scheme was. adopted.

HERE are heights of excellence to which but few
ascend. Six hundred thousand men stood at the

base of the Mount of Revelation while the one man—Moses
—reached-its summit. Between the multitude below and
Moses above—what an immense

contrast, and yet what a close

ARISTOCRACY  affinity! One does not know whe-
; OF ther to marvel at the contrast or
INTELLECT. at the affinity. Both are so

wonderful!

There. is an aistocracy no
kings can bestow, no revolutions can uproot. It is
independent alike of the grace, of monarchs and the
favor of mobs. It does mot strut about in purple;
it does not scorn tatters. Seek it not in castles, for it may
dwell in huts; seek it not in huts, for it may wander on
the highways. It is seldom to be found in scliool-houses,
and never in market - places. Birth, riches, honor,
education are not its badges. Politics do not affect it. Ius
place is secure forever. It persists despite democracies
and will persist when the last howl for a misunderstood
equality has rendered the Know-Nothing too hoarse to

‘howl any longer. .

The name of t.hls anatoemcy? It is Anstocra.cy of In-
tellect. Divinely appointed, it can never be wiped out.
Holding its letter-patent directly from God, it can never
be unseated. He who belongs to this aristocracy is as far
removed from the boasts and the brawls, from the petty
aims snd the paltry enjoyments of the common multi-
tudes, as heaven from earth. These wallow in the mire
and breathe the pestiferous- air of the swamp while he
seeks the heights and lives in intimate communion with -
his own thoughts, in the very nearness of God, who in-
spires his thoughts. There, in the pure atmosphere of his
soul-life, he attains to u purity that eannot be besmirched
by the vulgarity of the masses, and basks in a light that
cannot be darkened by the joys and the disappointments
of the frivolous. Yea, the contrast between him. who
‘“‘ascends to God’* and them who ‘‘stand at the nether part
of the mount’’ is, in very truth, absolute.

And yet, there is a close affinity between them. It is
true that they stand at opposite poles; but it is equally
certain that God has placed them so. Moses ascends to
God because God ‘‘called unto him;'’ the Israelites remain
below because God ‘‘set bounds to the people round about.”
Both belong to the scheme of the Almighty. To us, the
great man may appear as an isolated phenomenon bearing ‘
no relation to the rest of humanity, for we lack a vision of
the Whole; byt in the sight of God, who orders all things,
there can be nothing so isolated, nothing so far apart, from
the rest as not to be in some connection with it.. Hence,
from this larger viewpoint, we should regard even men
like Moses as part and parcel of humanity. If the distance
that separates them is ordained by God, the ties that bind
them together are no less God-ordained. : -
. " Nay, more! The great man is not only a part of hn—
manity, he is the product of hamanity. It takes hundreds
and thousands of bees to exude one pound of honey. It
takes thousands, nay, millions .of men and ages and ages
of history to produce, out of the body of humanity, ‘one
real man: the flower of his kind, the fruition of his race.
It took six hundred thousand Jews, it took centuries of
slavery, of degndamon, of agony, to produce Jjust ‘one
Moses! And I imagine that while Moses stood on the top
of Mount Sinai and the Childrén of Israel ‘remained at its
base, with a gulf between them that, in the nature of
things, could not be o’erbridged, they must have felt
nevertheless, that he belonged to them, even as he must
have realized that he had come out of their loins. "‘The
mighty flame that burned in his soul was but the sum of
the lesser flames that glowed, be it ever so dimly, in the
soul of his wards; the powerful upward striving that lifted
him up to God was but the total of those feebler yearnings
that stirred, be it ever so faintly, the hearts of his people.

Whyr "Will the shade of S.'
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The Popular Dramatic Critic.

YHE junk-shop for dramatic
plays seems to have seen its

best days. It is somewhat remark-
able that the ablest of our theatri-
cal managers should read a new
play, submit it to the leading
members of his company, accept
it, stage it at a very large cost,
present it, and after the first night
find that the critics have ‘“‘knocked
it,”’ and find the result is ‘‘another

failure.”

The critics exercise a remarkable
power, because the theatre-going
public largely relies upon what
the newspapers say of a play;
therefore, the ecritics may, so to
say, make or break any produec-
tion. This doesn’t mean by any
means that the ecritie is always
right.

A good many people have wit-
nessed a mew play; the audience
was not only delighted but enthu-
siastic, and everyone present
looked for a long run. But the
erities, in the morning issues of
the daily papers, voted it a failure
aud the public accepted the ver-
dict, and the manager had to with-
draw the play at a great loss. Some
plays, however, which ' the all-
knowing ecritics condemned, have
had long runs in spite of them.
L I
Now, all this is about to be
changed. In the theatres of one
of the large Eurppean cities a new
'system has been introduced to get
the popular verdict of the play in-
stead of taking the critics’ version.
Two la.rge slot machines are placed
in the lobby of the theatre. Each
person, on entering the theatre, is
handed a dise. Upon leaving, this
dise is dropped into the slot ma-
chine, marked ‘‘for approval’ or
‘“‘against, approval.” The discs
register as they drop and the ver-
diet is rendered and published.
Probably this will do away with
the critic—who oftén is but human
and not infallible. It would not
be a bad idea for some of our man-
agers to adopt this m. thod  of
ascertaining the Opmmn of a first-
night audience,- and possibly the
occupation of the dramatic critic
may become obsolete.
