I Jewish Industries — A Generally Seri-
r ous Outlook — Farewell Dinner to 8ir

Matthew Nathan and P. J. Hartog —
) Members of Two Wonderful Jewish
I Families Receive Enthusiastic Send
f Off— Lithuanian Deputation in London
I Explains Local Jewish Conditions.

London, Oct. 21, 1920.
The coal miners' strike, which has

happened despite all hopeful views to
the contrary, appears to have very seri
ous possibilities hidden within it. On
Monday morning, October 18, the produc
tion of coal ceased in thlo country and
the cessation of the supply of four and

vone-half million tons of the mineral
weekly is obviously going to affect in
dustry and trade pretty seriously if it
lasts any time. The trouble between
the miners and the government, the lat
ter as representing the coal owners, in
the end whittled down to a small matter
of the question of an advance of 40 cents
a day to the coal miners. The govern
ment would only grant this under cer
tain agreements as to national output,
but the miners wanted it immediately,
output or no, output. Hence the begin
ning of national paralysis.

This matter affects the Jewish com
munity to the extent that it is causing
already the closing down of many fac
tories through want of fuel, a trouble
which will spread as the strike lasts.
Traveling engagements are being can
celled on all sides and the fear is that
the railwaymen may" join in the strike
movement, as together with the trans- i

port workers they are linked up with the I

miners in what is known as the Triple
Alliance of Labor. If all three branches
prove to be affected there will be more
than two million men on strike in this
country and the consequences would
then be seen by anyone to be quite suf
ficiently disastrous.

Furthermore, the beginning of wide
spread unemployment, which was evi
dent before the strike began owing to
the world wide cessation of buying, is
already creating a rather nasty feeling
among large classes of workers, es
pecially as there are 60,000 ex-soldiers
in London who are unable to find work.
Some rioting has taken place in the
West End of London and in Whitechapel,
but so. far the matter has been small.
The unemployment menace began to
affect many members of the Jewish com
munity directly, the public ceased buy-
ihg dry goods and clothes to anything
but a small extent. The coal strike ap
pears to have hurried things up, and
with the shortage of coal, gas and elec
tricity it looks as though many of the

. garment factories must close up and

widespread suffering result for hard
working members of the community.

• • •

In the rush of farewell dinners and
that kind of thing lately I have been
unable to more than briefly mention the
fact that a very enthusiastic farewell
was given to Sir Matthew Nathan and
P. J. Hartog prior to their leaving to
take up appointments of Governor of

Queensland and Vice-Chancellor of the
University of Dacca, respectively. This
dinner was given -by the Maccabeans
and Solomon J. Solomon, R. A., the
famous Jewish artist, was in the chair.

In the course of his remarks the .chair-

man paid high tributes to the Nathan
family. He said they could not allow
Sir Matthew Nathan, who would repre-

•
sent their sovereign, and Mr. Hartog,

who would model a new university
system in distant parts of the Empire,
to leave these shores without bidding
them God speed and a safe return when
they had fulfilled their high and re
sponsible functions. Sir Matthew
Nathan came of a family which, he im-
agined, held a record. Four brothers
had received the honor of knighthood
for public service. They were very'
pleased to see present Sir Frederic

Nathan, to whom they were grateful for
the encouragement he gave to the Jewish
Lads' Brigade, a movement which
emanated from that society, and of which
one of their presidents was the first

The purpose of the visit is
to support the steps now being taken to
clear up to Western minds the
Lithuanian-Polish difficulty. Dr. Solo
veitchik reminded us that the policy of
the Government of the West is to stem
the spread of Bolshevism. By a wise
agrarian policy the Lithuanian Govern
ment had appeased the peasants within
its own borders. If the Poles succeed
and the land is seized by the great
landowners, the Bolshevist danger would
become acute. Lithuanian Jews have
co-operated cordially with other classes
of the population in the fight for Lithu
anian independence and the Jewish ques
tion has not arisen there. Of course, as
part of old Russia it would be natural
to find in Lithuanian some traces of
anti-Semitism.

He added: The Lithuanian Jews are
vitally interested in the outcome of the
Polish-Lithuanian question. The Poles

All of the gentlemen present took part 1

in the discussion, which lasted, several I
hours. The conference began with the
reading of the resolution wtiich was -

.adopted at the special conference of "the
American Jewish Congress held on Oc-

|
tober 24, which acted upon the invita
tion then received from the Polish Min
ister to the United States. The resolu
tion, which was read by Mr. Rothenberg,
is as follows:
' "At a conference of delegates of the
provisional organization for the forma
tion of the American Jewish Congress
and of representatives from other Jew
ish organizations held in the city of
New York on October 24, 1920, the fol
lowing action' was taken:

i "We have gathered for the purpose of

considering what may be done for the

!
relief of our brethren in Eastern Europe,

. and particularly to put an end to the

indignities, brutalities a ltd persecution
| to which they continue to be subjected
in the Ukraine and in Hungary and in
-Poland and other territories. . . .

"So far as Poland is concerned, we de
sire to place upon record that the Jews
of the United States are not now and
never have been hostile to that land. On
the contrary, they have at all times sym
pathized with the aspiration of the Polish
people for a restoration of their free
dom. Because of that fact and because
of our anxiety to promote the welfare of
the mil'ions of our brethren who now live
and will continue to live in Poland,
whose ancestors have for centuries lived
there and regarded it as their home, we
are deeply interested in the perpetuation
of the present free and independent Re
public of Poland. We regard that what
ever tends to make the Republic happy,
peaceful and prosperous at the same time
contributes to the happiness of the Jews
of that land, and it is equally true that
whatever tends to the amelioration of
the condition of the Jews of Poland in
evitably will lead to the. prosperity of
Poland. We, therefore, view with satis
faction the cessation of the warfare In
which the Republic of Poland has so long
been engaged and we rejoice In the as
surance that peace may henceforth be
maintained within her borders.

"In giving utterance to these senti-

ments we would, however, be lacking in
candor if we failed to voice our grave
concern at the treatment to which our
brethren have been subjected in Poland
for some time past. WiA every desire
to foster amity, it is apparent that so
long as the Jews of Poland are compelled
to suffer from the unhappy conditions to
Which we have adverted, those who are
of kin to them in America must cer
tainly do all thht lies legitimately within
their power to bring about amelioration.
While the Jews of America stand ready
and willing to aid in the creation of a
prosperous Poland, they feel justified in
entertaining the expectation that Poland
shall remove all obstacles that stand in
the way of co-operation by the Jews of
Poland in the attainment of what should

; b the united purpose of all the inhabi-
: tants of Poland — its social, economic,
1

civic and
political development. In order

to speed the realization of that purpose,
it is our earnest hope that the Polish
Government may proceed at once to
carry out in letter and spirit the terms
of the so-called Minority Treaty, which
was promulgated on June 28, 1919, and
which thereafter, was confirmed by the
Polish Diet. To do this the fpllowing ac
tion is deemed necessary:

"1. To issue immediate orders ad
dressed to the Polish army forbidding
attacks upon the persons or interference
with the property of Poland.

"2. To take the necessary steps to
bring such orders to the attention of the
officers and soldiers of the Polish army.

"3. To issue similar proclamations ad
dressed to all civilians and to take such
measur.es as shall bring the same to the
attention of the entire public.

"4. To prohibit the display or dissem
ination of all posters, signs and placards
and the circulation of all newspapers
and other publications that may incite
or. tend to provide attacks upon the
Jews or that may in any way tend to
subject them to. violence, contempt or
ridicule.

"5. To take such measures as shall be
necessary to enforce the several provi
sions of the Minority Treaty, and espe
cially such as guarantee the racial, re
ligious and linguistic minorities of Po
land freedom from political or economic
discrimination.

"6. To take especial precautions during
the period of the demobilization of the
army to prevent excesses against the
Jews." '

At the close of the conference the
Polish Minister made the following
statement :

"I endeavored to make clear to the
conference that for nearly two years, i
owing to the war with Soviet Russia, an
abnormal state of affairs had obtained
in Poland and that such things as those i
of which these gentlemen complained ■

were held by my government in deep
est reprobation. Now that peace has
come to Poland, my government, in ac
cordance with its traditional good will (

to its Jewish citizens, is sure to put i

forth every endeavor to prevent any ex- i
cesses and indignities against Jews such ]
as are inspired in largest part by the i
excitement incident to a state of war. i

"In this spirit, Poland in good faith i
a party to the treaty for the pro-

leagues that they deeply rejoice in the
reparation of the crime done Poland by
the partitions, that they have been and
continue to be the sincerest well wishers
of the Polish Republic. They understand
as I do that in a free and enlightened
republic such as Poland all elements of
the population must work together for
the well-being of their common country
in the spirit of good will and mutual re
spect, and that the Jews of Poland tan
and will loyally serve Poland, which is
resolved upon such a course of. justice
toward all its peoples as alone were
worthy, of its spirit and traditions.

"My government has resumed a series
of meetings, interrupted by the war,
with the leaders of the Jewish people
of Poland, and from these meetings will
undoubtedly come the longed for har
mony of spirit and unity of action be
tween the various elements of the coun
try essential to its permanent peace and
well-being. I shall have pleasure in for
warding to my government the resolu
tions submitted to me by the gentlemen,
together with an expression of my ear
nest hope that the conference which I
summoned may be helpful toward the
end desired by all of us — the permanent
betterment of relations between the
Polish Government and its Jewish citi
zens."

Dr. Wise, to whom the invitation for
a conference with representatives of the
American Jewish Congress and other
organizations was addressed, and who
introduced the members of the delegation
to His Excellency, made the following
comment on the results of the confer
ence, his statement having the concur
rence of the entire delegation.

"My associates and I are persuaded of
the sincere desire of the Polish Minister
to our country to impress upon his gov
ernment the importance and urgency of
endiiig Jewish persecutions in Poland,
alike from the viewpoint of Polish wel
fare and the relations between Poland
and these United States. However,",
added Dr. Wise, "in view of insult and

HENRY FORD, THE MODERN
HAMAN.

I ,a By RABBI JACOB GOLDSTEIN.
f (Sermon preached at Temple Har Sinai, Tren-

ton, N. J.)
General attacks on Jews, both verbal

and physical, are, alas, no new things
either in our own times or In former
ages. In the Bible we have records of
such assaults frorfl the days of Pharaoh
down to those of Ahasuerus. In post-
biblical history the records of the nations
teem with them. Within my own per
sonal recollection they have come and
passed on in regular cycles — always mis
chievous, always untrue..

There has always been a striking simi
larity in the language employed from
the days of Haman to those of Drumont
and Henry Ford. "Behold!" cries Ha
man, who has a personal grudge to sat
isfy, "there is a certain people scattered
abroad . their laws are diverse
... they keep not the king's laws .
. . it is not for the king's profit to suf
fer them ... let it be written that
they be destroyed!" Mutatis mutandis,
that is Henry Ford's argument. I do
not know that he is instigated by Ha
inan's motive and will not, therefore, af
firm It.

Let us consider Mr. Ford for a mo
ment. He is a remarkably successful
manufacturer and, it is said, has accu
mulated millions as a well earned re
ward for providing the people with a

cheaper meatls of travel than other mak
ers of automobiles,

I believe him to be a shrewd atid not

unkindly man. I must do him the justice
to say that I think he has a number of
Jewish mechanics and salesmen in . his

employ and I am satisfied that lie is kind
and considerate to all his employes —

Christian or Jewish. I have no hesitation
in awarding him praise for his recognized
good qualities. But there is another side
to his character very epigrammatically
sketched by the late Theodore Roosevelt,
who said of. him: "Fdrd is a pretty good
man for making cheap automobiles."

But he won't stick to his sphere.

. He would instruct Cosmos. . . .

Henry, like Bftrntim, has been a great
advertiser,

Pordi perhaps, .flattered himself that
lie gave Rodsevelt a "Roland for his
OliVer" when he wrote (or had written,
for I doubt how far he trusts himself to
write grammatically) - iri the Dearborn

Independent — the Ford Interttati&nal
Weekly — of September 18: "Men 'with a
past' are especially favored by the Jews
for the Presidential .office. . . . Men
'with a past' have become President in
the United States."

The wicked and crafty Jews of the
world elected Theodore Roosevelt —

whose name, in all probability, was orig
inally Rosenfeld — President of the United
States, because of his "past." Mr. Ford
might argue that there is some reason
for believing that Roosevelt may have
been a Jew, remembering the well-
known humorous trick he played on Ahl-
ward, the German anti-Semite. When
that apostle of race hatred visited New

York, some quarter of a century ago,
Roosevelt was tlie local commissioner of
police. Ahlward alleged that the New
York Jews had organized to break up his
first meeting in that city and applied for

police protection. Roosevelt sent forty
i Atalwart members of the New York po

lice to maintain order. All of them
were Jews.

I am afraid that it cannot be denied
that Ford is a good advertiser, at whose
feet even Barnum might sit to secure in
struction. Remember the "Peace Ship,"
a splendid advertisement, even though
it moved gods and men to laughter. Not
all his advertising is as useful and
harmless as his moving picture educa
tional series.

There are those who allege that Henry
'

Ford is of primitive mind with narrow

i limits. Some say that he is not very
lit

erate, and point to the exhibition he
made in the witness box in his libel ac

tion against a Chicago newspaper. Sup
pose for the moment that this sketch
has verisimilitude — a poorly educated
man suddenly become enormously rich,,
loving advertisement and with an itch
for notoriety, well-meaning enough but
as irresponsible as a mischievous child-
have we not a good explanation of the

deplorable campaign of libel and untruth
: that he is conducting?

Nht content with publishing his half-
concealed libels in the "Dearborn In-

. dependent," he is collecting them and

publishing them in pamphlet form. At
the current cost of printing and paper
he must be losing money in vending the

pamphlets at ten cents. He has plenty
of money to spare. I wonder if he ever

stops to ponder on the untenable mis
chief he is doing by his malignant un
truths? His attacks are but a repeti-

[tion

of old. threadbare libels. Forty
years ago the promoters of Russian po
groms used the same statements.

, Twenty-five years ago the anti-Drey-
i fusards employed identical arguments in
» France.

: I daresay most of you have heard
the story of the zealous young preacher

, just inducted into his first pulpit. "I
hope

" he said to a cautious elder, with
whom he was conversing, "to stir things

s up. I shall attack all wrongs. There

Is the drink evil." "I wouldn't touch
that," interrupted the elder, "two of our
most influential and liberal supporters
are brewers. You mustn't offend them."
"Well," continued the preacher, "there is

| gambling." "On that point you will have

, to go slow. We are all fond of a game
of poker." The preacher tried again.

. "There is the evil of bad language." The

, elder objected. "To tell you the truth,

we all swear a good deal. I wouldn't
say much on that point if 1 were you."
"Well, sir," asked the bewildered enthu
siast, "what or whom can I attack?"

("Well,"
returned the elder, "you can al

ways go for the Jews. There are only
a couple of them in the village and
neither belongs to our church."

So with our friend Ford. Failing suc
cess with other methods of achieving
notoriety, he "goes for the Jews." Every
absurd libel, every preposterous

•
un

truth, every mischievous misrepresenta
tion and misstatement has been col
lected by him — yes, by him, for he can
not excuse himself on the plea that he
does not write the articles himself. That
we know. He has not the education.
But he is responsible for them. He pays
for them. He pays for their distribu
tion. He ignores remonstrances about
them. „

God knows that I have no desire to
be unfair to him. But this thing that
he is doing and backing by the power
of his misemployed millions is so mis
chievous. so fraught with evil conse
quences. that I must speak out. I have
intimated my belief that Henry Ford is
a mere notoriety seeker. Holding that
belief I have purposely remained silent
hitherto, and urged others to do the
same. Why assist his advertising cam
paign?

But that attitude has now ceased to
be wise. The mischief is spreading.
True, I do not believe that there is any
soil in America where the seeds of race
arid religious prejudice may take per
manent root. But last Sunday week,
in a great church on Broadway, the
preacher repeated Henry Ford's sugges
tions as facts to an audience which, at-'
tracted by diligent advertising, packed

i the auditorium. "Jews control every-
\ thing," cried the preacher. "They con

trol all finance, all commerce and all
business." He added the significant

i threat, "There will be a pogrom against
a the Jews the like of which they have

not experienced in all their history." He
f charged the Jews with seeking "to set

up a king of Israel, the anti-Christ, who
will dominate the whole world." Is it
not time for every' Jew, every Ameri
can, to utter a vigorous protest against
such statements in a Christian pulpit in'
America? Should not every patriotic cit
izen of this land urge ip the name of

Christ, against such self-styled Chris
tians, that the lie they utter is blas
phemy against the spirit of the teach
ings of Him whom they pretend to fol
low? From such Christians I appeal
to Christ.

Now let us spend a few moments in
considering the Ford libels. It is im
possible to deal with -them more fully.
That would require hours of your time
and attention. Briefly, they are a mere
rechauffe of the old antl-semitic state
ments which Ford is graceless enough
to enforce by the aid of a palpable and
well-recognized forgery.

In 1868 a certain Herman Goedsche.
a German postal official who had been
dismissed for misconduct, wrote a mys
tical novel — most probably suggested by
the enormous success of Eugene Sue's

;
"Le Juif-Errant"

(The Wandering Jew)

published some twenty years earlier.
Goedsche's novel dealt with a pretend -
ed secret Jewish body which aimed to

. dominate the World. In 1905 there was

published in Russia a work alleged to
; be written by a certain Prof. Serge
; Nilus, entitled "The Great in the Lit-

tie." Nilus — if there ever was such a
. person — took Goedsche's Imaginative

, creation and pretended that it was" a

fact. He alleged that there was a series
of veritable documents which were
secretly issued under the name of "The
Protocols of the Meetings of the Zionist
Men of Wisdom." which were minutes
of the transactions at periodical meet-

; ings of Jewish representatives aiming
at world-domination — the control of all'
"goys" or "goyims" (no One with an

elementary knowledge of Hebrew could
fail to be amazed and delighted with I

Fourteenth Annual Meeting of American
Jewish Committee — Marshall Re-

Elected President.
The fourteenth annual meeting of the

American Jewish Committee was held
at the Hotel Astor Sunday. President
Louis Marshall presented the annual re

port of the Executive Committee, which
dealt with endeavors to obtain improve
ment of the condition of the Jews in.
Poland, tlie Ukraine, Hungary and Ru
mania.

With regard to the Jews of Poland,^
the report said that their eondition was
just as pitiable as it was d tiring and fol
lowing the World War. Representations
have been made to Prince Luhomirski
that the Jews of the United States are
not and have not been hostile to the
people of Poland, but, on the contrary,
have every desire to see Poland prosper
ous and happy, but that they have be
gun to believe the Polish Government is
unwilling to carry out the spirit of its
treaty obligation to give the Jew the
rights to which he is entitled as a citizen
and a human being. The Polish Ambas
sador. the report said, had given as
surances that his government had al
ready taken steps to suppress violence
and indignities against Jews and to pre
vent provocative and inflammatory anti-
Jewish articles in Polish* newspapers,
and that the government has conducted

•
a series of conferences with Jewish

leaders in Poland for the purpose of re
storing harmony between the various

. elements of the Polish population.

Conditions In Lithuania were de

scribed as good, and as to greater Ru
mania, which now has a Jewish popu
lation of 1.000,000, the report said that
the condition of the Jews there is con-

siderably better than it has been since

the Treaty of Berlin, 1878, and that "Ru

An aware it ess-in -love it is that the God-within
seeks and yearns for ; and the pain of this Yearning is thrills

But it is the pain of this
Love that makes him eternally vigilant, untiringly watchful,
for the moment when men will known and understand that
they harbor within them a .God of depth and silence!

Men very
often deliberately, suppress and repress the Divinity of the
Depth. The Silence is drowned in the noises of the market. The
Depth is covered with shallow experiences and surface satis
factions. Wishes, desires, longings, resolves, that might serve
as the feeble beginnings of greater and better things, are by
main force thrust back, at their very inception into the strange"
vagueness whence they had their timid birth. And what
becomes of this repressed part of our nature, what of these
floating wisps of ghostly nothings that have for a trice bubbled
up to the surface of the mind ? Do they sink back into the arms
of the waiting God? And what of the suppressed.God himself?

Does he lie supinely beneath the lash of man's baser desires,
content with waiting and watching, and compelling no reasser-
tion of man's nobler self ? Does he not rise in the might of his
wrath? Does he not revolt?

He verily revolts and wreaks noble revenge. how does
he manifest his revolt and revenge?

When the God:within revolts, Man dreams.
God's revolt is Man's dream. The long-forgotten things, the

crushed nobility of the spirit, every aspiration shamefully putdown— everything waiting for a second birth in the glorious
transfiguration of the Very Life— surge up from the depth and
demand recognition. Henceforth they cannot be thrust back
again. The God of the Depth has broken through and holds
triumphant sway. The whole life of man is under the benefi
cent sway of the God-within, with its aspirations that ascend
toward the heights, with its intuitions that descend to the depths.

Indeed, this first appearance of the revolting God is an expe
rience of exquisite teirror and awe. He comes to us as the
Great Uneasiness, which is the mother of Hope and Peace
For there is nothing more terrible than to become aware of our
own divinity. There is nothing more dangerous than to behold
the nakedness of the Ideal. Suddenly to see with the uncanny
*ye of clear wisdom, suddenly to behold the truth of things-this is a sight that may well shake the foundations of the strong
est hfe.

PLANS REBUILDING
PALESTINE

Many Large Subscriptions — Fischel
Heads List with $25,000.

The seventh annual convention of the
Mizrachi Organization of America met
in Baltimore. Md., November 8 to Hi
Delegates from all parts of the United
States and Canada were present. The

proceedings of the convention were
tense and Impressive throughout and
were followed with enthusiastic interest
by all who participated. Among the im

portant features of the convention were:
The adoption of a plan to organize
numerous corporations for the purchase
of land in Palestine for agriculture and
settlement, and the launching of several
such corporations; the emphatic in
dorsement by the convention of the Jew
ish world congress movement; the adop
tion of resolutions declaring that the
Mizrachi Organization will participate to
the fullest extent in the campaign for
the Keren Hayesod, the general fund
established by the World Zionist Or-

ganizatibn for the rebuilding of Pales

tine; the recognition . by the Mizrachi

Organization of the "Mizrachi Hatsoir"
as the national organization of the Miz
rachi youth; and the receipt of an im

portant message from Sir Auckland
. Geddes, British Ambassador at Wash

ington, greeting the convention on be
half of the British Government.

The convention was opened in the
B'rith Sholom Hall on Monday, Novem
ber 8. Philip Perlman, secretary of
State of Maryland, addressed the con
vention as the representative of the
Governor. A message was received from
Dr. Chaim Weitzman conveying the

rtf tbn 7innlct DYDPlltivP tn
greetings the executive to
the convention. Cables were also re
ceived from the Mizrachi of Palestine,
England, Belgium and Germany, from
the Zionist Society of Engineers and

Agriculturists and from the Jerusalem
Center. The first acts of the convention
were to send a message of greeting and
confidence to Sir Herbert Samuel, High
Commissioner of Palestine, and to pay
solemn" tribute to the memory of Prof.

Israel Friedlander, . Commandant Bian-

chini and those who fell in the pogroms |
in Jerusalem last Passover.

Rabbi Meyer Berlin, president of the
Mizrachi Organization of America, de
livered an eloquent and stirring address
in which he sounded the keynote of the

convention. He sharply criticized those
who endeavor to break up the- World
Zionist Organization and who oppose
democracy in Zionism. He emphasized
that a new era has opened for the Jew
ish people in Palestine, and he praised
the firm stand taken by Herbert Samuel

for the maintenance of the Jewish Sab
bath and Jewish traditions in Palestine.

Dr. Bluestone reported on the Miz

rachi World Conference in Amsterdam,
and Dr. Meyer Waxman presented a re

port on the proceedings of the recent
International Zionist Conference held in/

I

London. Mr. Gedalia Bublick, who has

just returned from Palestine, addressed
the convention on the general conditions
now existing in Palestine. Mr. Bublick
strongly attacked the radicals in Pales
tine who would sacrifice Judaism for
communism, and he emphasized the im
mediate necessity for the building of
colonies, industries and schools.

Funeral of Sh. Ansky, Noted Jewish

Author.
Warsaw (special cable to I. J. P. B.). —

Wednesday, November 10, was a day of
sorrow for the Jewish population of
Warsaw and all of Poland. The body
of Sh. Ansky, the famous author, was
borne to its grave.

Promptly at 1 o'clock the funeral pro
cession started out of the house of
mourning. Some eighty organizations'
of all types and about 10,000 people of
all classes participated. The cortege
passed a number of the principal streets
of the Jewish quarter. Ansky's burial
ground was donated by the Jewish Ke-
hillah in Warsaw and his grave was
placed next to -those of Perez and Diene-
sohn. In deference to Ansky's will, no
funeral orations were held and no flow
ers were placed upon the coffin. Katt-
zisne read a short biography of the de
ceased and the artist Moravsky of the .
Vilna Theatre recited the "Kaddish."
Cantor Sirota, with his choir, chanted
an "EI Mole Rachmim." On the whole,
the funeral ceremony was in accordance
with the orthodox ritual.

Rubinlicht, the well-known Jewish
scluptor, took the author's death mask. I

All Jewish theatres in Warsaw have
been closed for a week as a sign of
mourhing. Ansky's will names Ohaim
Nachman Bialik, the well-known He
brew poet,- as the editor of his unpub
lished Hebrew works and S. Niger as
the editor of the late author's unpub
lished Yiddish works. Deputy Greenbaum
and Mr. Katzeff are named as executors
of the will.

Sh. Ansky, who died on Monday
night at the age of 57, was the pen
name of Solomon Rappaport, a famous
Jewish author and ethnologist, founder
of an ethnographic society and museum
in Petrograd which established his
reputation.

Rappaport was born in Vitebsk in
1863 of a religious family. In his early
youth he was strongly under the influ
ence of his orthodox mother, and it was
only after he reached the comparatively

mature age of seventeen that he first i

acquired a knowledge of reading and
writing Russian. Upon reaching his ma
jority and until 1900 Ansky resided in
Paris and, like many Russians living
abroad, was at first almost exclusively
engaged in revolutionary, propaganda.
Later he turned his .attention to his
own race and people, and wrote sev
eral stories in Russian and Yiddish de
picting the life of the Jewish worker in
the factories of Southern Russia. His
novel "Oath" (1905) became the monu
mental presentation of the problems of
Jewish labor. After the creation of the
constitutional government in Russia "in
October, 1905, Ansky returned to his na
tive town and started a remarkable lit
erary career. His principal interest al
ways remained with the Jewish worker,

in addition he turned his attention
to Jewish folklore and made important
collections on the subject which enabled
him later to found a great museum in

devoted almost exclusively •'o
Jewish ethnology.

The news of his death created the
deepest impression in Warsaw and the
whole city was in mourning. Jewish the
atres, when the news reached them in
the middle of performances, stopped
playing and the audiences left as a
sign of mourning.

Ansky's estate has been evenly di
vided between his sisters and the Jew
ish museums of Petrograd, Vilna and
Jerusalem.

"murderers" ought to appear jn such a
document. It would, therefore, seem-
that pogroms are not murders and their
participants should not be considered
murderers, at least in the opinion of
the Polish Diet Speaker-

Persecutions of Jewish Weavers in
Bialystok.

Warsaw (special cable to I. J. P. B.). —
Local newspapers report cf an attempt
on the part of the Polish labor organi
zation "Praca" in Bialystok to drive out
the Jewish weavers from their employ
ment, so as to let Gentiles take their
places. "Praca" has been particularly
active in that direction since the Bol-
sheviki have left .the city, under the
plea that the Jews have aided the Bol
shevik! while the latter were occupy
ing Bialystok.

It is regrettable that even Jewish

manufacturers have been reached
by

this propaganda, seemingly because the
manufacturers themselves intend to
break the Jewish weavers' union.

In the Name of Our Heroic Dead, Let
There Be Peace Among Nations,

Races and Classes!

Somehow, I have the feeling that

J Armistice Day will go into American

history as fraught with far deeper feel

ing than the day on which peace was
officially signed and proclaimed. The
signing of the peace treaty terminated "
the greatest conflict of the ages, whereas
the signing of the armistice was only
the preliminary step thereto. Yet, when
the historian records the psychology of
the American people during the years
1918 and 1919, he will tell, if he records
fact and not Action, that the climax of
America's emotion was reached on No
vember 11, 1918. It was in those momen
tous days that the prayers and hopes,
tears, suspense, enthusiasms, which had
been peht up for months, were vented
forth in one great outburst. Such thrills
occur but once or twice in a . lifetime.

There were joy and sorrow commingled.
There was joy at a realization of vic
tory and with it the end of the disastrous _
war. There was sorrow at the realiza
tion of the sad toll of victory.

'
And as now for the second time we

commemorate the anniversary of Novem
ber 11, , it is also with mingled feelings

of gladness and of sadness. Our rejoic
ing

•
is tempered by the sad thought of

the price at which victory lias been
bought. The heart of America goes out
to those who have paid the price. It «
goes out not alone to the acclaimed m
champions, but to the countless unac-
claimed as well. The heroes of the war
were not alone those who have received
the medals. The greatest hero of the war
was, perhaps, the unknown soldier who
died nameless and tameless.

It is not sufficient, therefore, to pay a
tribute of honor. Tributes are very
cheap; they do not cost anything. It is
of paramount import that the cause in -•
which the known and the unknown have
fallen shall not become unknown and
unacclaimed. To acknowledge that
cause is more important even than to
acknowledge the nameless champions* of
that cause. For, if we disclaim the pur
pose and turn stranger to the principle, ..

m
then the plaudits we bestow and the eu- _

logies we confer become empty pratings
and hollow mockeries.

It is true that the sons of America, no
less than the sons of other nations, died
in defense of their own beloved country.
Nevertheless, it cannot be denied that
the larger motive, too, was present in —
their minds — that they gave their lives
as sons of humanity as well. If one con
soling thought lit up the last moments
of their consciousness, it was probably

, the thought that a better world would
emerge from the struggle in which their
own blood rwas spilled, that out of it all
would arise a structure of civilisation in
which peace would reign, not only among
nations, but among races, religions and
classes as well. In the name of our heroic
dead, let there be such peace! — Rabbi
Israel Goldstein, New York.
