Service Men to Receive Passover

Leave

Officers and enlisted ‘men of the Jew-
ish faith in the United States army and
navy will be given two days’ furlough
for the  Passover holiday, it was an-
nounced today by "Dr. Cyrus - Adler,
chairman of the army and navy com-
mittee of the Jewish Welfare Board.
John G. Pershing, gemeral of the army,
Chief of Staff, U. S. A.. has, by order of
the Secretary of War, issued the follow-
ing ‘instructions to the service:

“The Secretary of War desires, in
order to permit soldiers of the Jewish
faith to participate in the celebration of
Passover, that members of that faith be
granted furloughs for such time as nec-
essiary to permit them to be at thejr
homes, when practicable, or at places
where Seder celebrations are, held, from
noon, April 12, 1932, until ‘midnight,
April 14, 1922, provided no interference
with ‘the public service is occasioned
thereby.

“Matzoth (unleavened bread) and hag-
gadahs (Passover prayer books) will be
distributed by the Jewish Welfare
Board. Commanding officers will lend
assistance .to and co-operate with the
representatives of this board in such
distribution.”

Dr. Adler has also received a copy of
a similar order issued’ to commanding
officers of all naval stations and ships
by the Navy department, at the request
of the Jewish Welfare Board.

Under these orders a considerable
number of Jewish uniformed men will
be enabled to celebrate Passover at
their homes. Where soldiers or sailors
are stationed too far away from their
homes to permit of this, the Jewish
Welfare Board will provide for com-
munity Sedarim (Passover suppers) in
towns adjacent to army posts or naval

range for the Passover celebration by
disabled Jewish men in the U. 8. vet-
erans’ hospitals.

Lord Northcliffe in Palestine—Dr. Gol-
lancz’s Golden Jubilee—Sir - Herbert
Samuel Indorses Keren Hayesod Work.
Anglo-Jewish Association Meets—Help
for the Hospital for Jewish Incurables.
Weizmann Visits Glasgow.

London, KFeb, 10, 1922,

On Monday last Lord Northcliffe ar-
rived at Gafsa and was met by a deputa-
tion of Moslems and Christians, who
pointed out that the administration was
being given to Jews. Lord Northceliffe
asked for the names of the alleged Jew-
ish officials, and showed clearly that the
deputation had exaggerated the facts.

Representing every shade of opinion,

Liord Northeliffe will probably receive

some twenty different deputations while

in Palestine. He is being accompanied
by the Times Near East correspondent.

The official. welcome was given by Sir

Wyndham Deedes, in place of Sir Her-

bert Samuel, who is at present indis-

posed. Sir Wyndham entertained the
distinguished guest at luncheon and din-
ner, when Lord Northeliffe met many of
the leading officials. In the course of the
afternoon a party visited the Jewish col-
ony of Rishon-le-Zion, and his lordship
was keenly interested to observe that
large quantities of the famous wines
were labeled for transportation to the

UInited States under special license. He

pointed out that on his previous visit

to IPPalestine there waoas no friction be-

tween the Moslems and the Jews., He

nrged the exercise of tact and advised

that great care should be taken in the

selection of suitable Jewish immigrants.
* ] *

The proposed Palestine constitution
this week has been exciting comment in
the press to a larger extent than has
heen known before, and yesterday, when
the interest had about reached its head,
we were allowed to see the preliminary
~draft prepared, by the Colonial Office.
The Jewish press  generally warns its
readers not to accept any definite state-
ment which is issued otherwise than
through the Foreign Office. It is under-
stood that the Zionist Organization has
not yet had an opportunity of seeing Mr.
Churchill or of-placing the official Zionist
view hefore him, and it is not improbable
that a further opportunity may be given
to the unofficial Arab delegation now in
this country,. which has already been re-
ceived by the Colonial Secretary, to offer
their eriticisms after they have consid-
ored the draft constitution now in their
hands. The warning, 1 understand,
against other than absolutely official
statements and the like follows upon a
stiatement in a Londdén daily paper of
anti-Semitic persuasion of what
I’alestinians have demanded,” which is
obviously based on the demands of the
small and unofficial body of Palestine
Arabs whose protracted residence in this
country is the subject of some remarks
in practically every journal just now.

- . * * *

The Union of American Helirew Con-
gregations has just opened a  fourth
school in New York for the education
of Jewish children, The school, which
will meet in the building of Congrega-
tion B'nai Zion, 498 IKast 135th street,
will accommodate 500 pupils and will
hold sessions every afternoon after pub-
lic schoo] hours,

The first of the Helwrew schools, estah-
lished in the Bronx some time ago, is
known as the Igzra Hebhrew School.
This school is the largest of its kind in
the Bronx. It is now taking ecare daily
of six hundred pupils who are instruct-
ed in Hebrew, prayer book and Jewish
history. The second of the schools is
housed in the Hunts Point Palace, 1631rd
street’ and Southérn Boulevard, and is
known as the Beth-121 Hebrew School,
run under the joint auspices of the Beth-
El Synagogue, of T6th street and'Fifth
avenue, and the Union. The third
school is known as the Emanu-El He-
brew School, conducted jointly by Tem-

ple Emanu-El and the Greater New
York Committee of the Union. This
school is at 801 Westchester avenue

near 155th street, Bronx.

Congregation B'nai Zion, where the
new school will be conducted, is the first
orthodox Jewish congregation to take
one of these schools under its wing. The
I:'nlon of American Hebrew Congrega-
tions is an organization of reform Jews.

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THE JEWISH SCHOLAR

HE Jewish scholar—we have it on the authoritative word
of Prof. Max L. Margolis, a Jewish scholar in the true

sense of the word—is he whose every fibre of heart and mind
is knit together with the destinies of the Jewish people and with
Judaism. This is the whole law ; the rest is but commentary.

It is well that every now and then we are supplied with exact
definitions of Jewish terms. We hear much, for example, of
Jewish philanthropists who say they contribute to every worthy
Jewish cause, but, as a matter of fact, fall immeasurably short
of the proper performance of such men. And politicians of
the Jewish faith hold themselves out as firm adherents of the
causes represented by our community when, to tell the truth,
they are only “joiners” in the brief interval before each general
election. So it-is with some of those called Jewish schol-
ars., They are wedded to studies adding to the sum total
of human knowledge  in departments which may or may
not belong directly to the domain of Judaism. They are called
Jewish scholars because by the accident of birth they are Jews.

\We are not prepared to recognize any scholar as a Jewish
scholar unless, indeed, he is a Jew. This means, as Prof. Mar-
golis well said, that the every fibre of heart and mind of such
a man is knit together with the destinies of the Jewish people
and with Judaism. For us to include him within the list of
great names in which this community takes deep and justifiably
deep pride the man must avow and live up to his membership
of the House of lsrael.

There is an outstanding reason why. such an inelastic rule
shall be applied to the Jewish scholar. It is because the Jewish
scholar is endowed with the qualities to make' of him an intel-
lectual leader of his people. Noblesse oblige. Such a man,
equipped with the potentialities of leadership, must set a stir-
ring example to the rank and file of Jewry. ;

It is well that this ideal of the Jewish scholar be reformulated
in this day and-generation. We have been lulled into loose
thinking and looser acting. Our standards must be set up
anew, and set up unmistakably in consonance with our undying
traditions and with what is really the genius of Judaism.

WILL ZIONISM FAIL?

AKING as his text the announcement that the British
Government are considering a constitution for Pales-
tine, the terms of which have not yet been revealed, an Anglo-
Jewish writer exhaustively discusses the question, Will Zionism
fail? He is a dyed-in-the-wool Zionist, for which reason he
frankly states that his hope is that Zionism will succeed: But
in his contemplation of the disparate tendencies of Jewish, even
of Zionist, life, he beholds a great and threatening danger to

the ultimate success of the movement. i
-In point of fact our writer is very pessimistci over the out-
come of Zionism. He finds a lack of unity of purpose, a lack

Lof- loyalty, a lack of discipline, a lack of the sense of obligation.

to a great cause, a lack of the essential ability to suppress one’s
self, in the Jewish people. Consequently Zionism is foredoomed
to failure because the Jews, and more notably the Zionists, are
not seized with the will to have it realize its objects. Criticism
of Jews by a Jew like this'is as old as our race and faith. The
important consideration is, Whether this writer has touched the
depths of the problem revolving about the final success or
farlure of the Zionist movement ? )

There can be no doubt that it were infinitely better for the
fortunes of Zionism if all Jews willingly and whole-heartedly
gave it the full measure of their support. Because of this defect
Zionist leaders have never been able to speak for ‘and in the
name of a united Jewry. But we strongly doubt if Zionism is
ultimately to be wrecked for such a reason. If the movement
is to fail it will be because of the Palestinian aspects of the
Zionist movement, where situations quite other than that in-
volved in Jewish unity or its lack are operating.

Weé do not for a moment say or feel or believe that Zionism
will fail. We have a high hope in the ability of the present
leadership in the movement to solve the problems with which
they are confronted. Indeed, we feel reasonably sure that
these prohlems will be solved satisfactorily in the end. But in
any discussion of the question of the failure of Zionism we
must agree on our_premisés, we must know and understand the
causes, if any, underlying Zionist hesitancy and Zionist
mistakes. . N

BERT LEVY

Bert l.evy came to this country
from Australia about twenty vyears
ago. He came here with little more
than his pen<and pencil, and looked
about for the first step of the stair
to fame. He tackled the newspapers
and was 'successful in selling a series
of “Ghetto Sketches,” which, run for
about three months in the Sunday
edition of the “Times.”

In these sketches Levy did the
drawings and I. .. Bril the accom-
panying text. Bril now edits. the
English page on the Tageblatt (The
Jewish Daily News), and knows the
various duties of a newspaper back-
wards, having had a hand in all of the
local Jewish papers at one time or
another — including the Hebrew
Standard. We suppose neither Levy
nor Bril suspected their future de-
velopment. They were, both com-
paratively young then.

Some of Levy’s early drawings of
the ghetto were also reproduced in
the Hebrew Standard. These draw-
ings and stories are not now avail-'
able, but not long ago Levy published
an illustrated sketch of Jewish im-
pressions which will be- interesting
to reprint as indicative of the work
that brought the artist his first notice.
It follows:

“Leaving the crowded, flag-be-
decked streets of upper Manhattan
to enter the.peaceful atmosphere of
the numerous schools of Jewish
literature on the east side entails a
violent contrast in emotions, ‘Pales-
tine Regained,’” ‘Jerusalem Wrested
from the Turks,” shout the boys as
they dash with their papers among
the teeming pushcarts of the ghetto.

“Delightfully oblivious of all this,

excitement are the venérable students
of the Talmud who, poring over the

the \Wailing \Walls of Jerusalem, or
some ruin of the Holy City, a more
fitting background to the rabbinical
figures so strangely out of place in
hustling America. The great passion
for the dead and gone reflected in
the Rembrandesque faces of the aged
students lend to their lives a grand-
eur which the uptown tourist would
never suspect. Behind many a shab-
by-looking little store are chevras
where congregate the type of Jewish
scholars that make the heart of the
writer and artist glad.

“Gray-haired, bewiskered, sad, old
old men, many of whom have tasted
the ' bitterness of ' life—yet suech is
their faith in the Almighty -that they

cling to the praying shawl and Bible.

to blot out the memory of a Kishe-
nev, their lives of prayer and study
amid abject poverty giving the lie to
the fallacy that the Jew lives only
for business and money.

“The interpretation of a difficult
passage 'from. the Talmud or the
coining of an epigram is as food and
drink te the wise old students and
there is not an ill in their lives that
cannot be soothed, or a blessing that
cannot be acknowledged by a quo-
tation from their beloved book.

“In strong contrast to their fathers
and grandfathers are the children of
these men. ‘Modern America,” with
its opportunities for all has torn
them from the religious atmosphere
and sent them uptown to become the
lawyers, the artists and the actors:

“The Jewish comedian of the
vaudeville theatres who nightly sets
the audience shrieking at the Yiddish
odioms 1is, in nine cases out of ten,
the son of a scholar, though the glam-
our of Broadway and success claims
him, in_his heart of hearts he is a

Jew and never forgets his people. He
will tell many a story of his people
to his gentile friends, imitating and
exaggerating their many character-
istics. But he refuses to hear a gen-
tile do the same thing. After all, the
comic Jew of the American stage is
but an imaginary sketch.”

A few vears after his arrival, Levy
went into vaudeville with a novel
act called “The Artist's Dream,”
which may be still familiar to you.

ing his drawings on the screen he
imvented himself, He appeared first
at Keith’s Union Square, now re-
built into a movie house, and has
been a headliner ever since. For the
past few years he has heen seen at
the Hippodrome, where he has en-
tertained millions.

Bernard A. Palitz—An Apprecia-
tion

Mr, Bernard A. Palitz, general agent
of the Baron de Hirsch Fund, died sud-
‘denly while at his post Thursday, March
1, at 20 Maiden Lane, N. Y,
Mr. Palitz entered the field of Jewish
Social Service in 1900. Previous to that
he was director of the Temple College
in Philadelphia and he left his position
there for no other reason but because
he determined to dedicate himself for
service among his own people. He ac-
cepted the modest post of bookkeeper
in Woodbine, where the organization of
growing financial transactions demanded
more than a mere accountant. He did
not limit himself, however, to the task
that he undertook, but entered heart and
soul in the endeavor to solve the most
complicated problems which this unique
settlement experiment presented, In a
short time he was working hand in hand
with the late Prof. H. L.! Sabsowich whom:
he followed as his leader, and gave up
all he had in him to help the realization
of the ideals which reqquired earnest
devotion and self-sacrifice,
Mr. Palitz actively participated in the
®evelopment of the Agricultural School,.
promoting industries in the colonies and
was especially abhsorbed in the establish-
ment of the best pessible system or
education for the children of the new

settlers, The promulgation of real
Americanism and the formation of a
separate borough giving a political

autonomy to Woodbine, was one of the
principle achievements in which Palitz
played a prime role.

When Prof. H. .. Sabsowich was pro-
moted as general agent of the Baron de
Hirsch fund. Mr. Palitz succeeded him
as superintendent of Woodbine and sub-
sequently joined him by accepting a
position at the headquarters, ang here
again he did it because he knew that
Iis services here were most needed.
With the death of Prof. H. L. Sabsowich,
Mr. Palitz was appointed his successor
and served as general agent of the Baron

e |Hirgelr fund-for the last seven -years.

He was not only an efficient adminis-
trator, a person with a broad vision and
great initiative, but a man whose char-
acter was beyond reproach, whose devo-
tion to the cause was unlimited, whose
love for humanity had no bounds.
Those who knew him intimately can say
without fear of contradiction that during
his entire seérvice, for twenty-two suc-
cessive years, no one ever saw Bernard
Palitz lose his patience, heard him raise
his voice in .anger, -speak negatively of
anybody or do anything that could raise
suspicion as to the purity of his motives.
Modest, unassuming, indefatigable in his
labers, never trying to be conspicuous,
‘he quietly, patiently and modestly per-
formed his ‘duty, never thinking‘of him-
self. '

Mr. Bernard Palitz was by no means
a man- who created his own theories.
He was a deep reader, a patient observer
interested in every phase of Jewish life,
rejoicing in the joys of his people and
sharing their sorrows. At present, Jew-
ish social service in the United States is
going through a critical period of read-
justment. Now, more than ever, me-
chancal efficiency, personal appearance
and even professional preparedness must
be subordinated to the more important
and basic qualifications, and emphasis
must be laid on character, integrity and

devotion. Palitz was a living example
of what a real Jewlish social worker
must be. His death is a great loss to

the entire cause.

ther—has many  versions, but the one
found in the Megillah, which we knew
best, runs somewhat like this:

A great Persian king, Ahaseurus (pre-
sumably Xerxes, who reigned in the fifth
century before the common era and with
whom most atudenta of Greek history are
well ‘acquainted) gives a gorgeous feast
at Shushan, his capital. The bplace is
decorated royally; looped garlands and
festoons of the choicest flowers; costly
hangings of blue, green and white, fast-
ened with huge silver rings to fluted
marble columns of prodigious dimen-
sion's, whose friezes reach to dizzy
heights,
brooding shadow ds of gold and sil-
ver stand- upon mosaic floors fantasti-
cally inlaid with white,” blue, black and
red. The guests drink the choicest wines

out of huge cups of gold, engraved and'

embossed with marvelous cunninz. A
feast upon a vast scale, full of '‘Oriental
pomp and pageantry.

On the seventh day, as usual among
men. in their cups, there must have com-
menced a bragging debate about the
beauty of their wives, and the king, ap-
parently to make good an extravagant
boast, orders that his favorite wife,
Queen Vashti, be brought before him—
undraped. Though she, too, had given a
feast, as a woman, she none the less re-
tained her head, and ﬂatly refused to
meet hig dcmand.

The refusal arouses consternation in
the male quarters. Horror of horrors!
Mutiny! Rebellion! And the wise ones
counsel drastic measures as a warning
to the rest, so that in the future *all
wives shall givé to their husbands honor,
both to great and small an(l
every man ghall bear rule in his house.”

And, in true Oriental fashion, the lady’s
head is forthwith chopped off.

But when the king sleeps off his cups
he bethinks himself of his folly and turns
to his wise men again. Never at a loss
for advice, they tell him to send out his
eunuchs to scour his vast domain for all
the beautiful maidens, among whom one
would no doubt be found worthy to take
the place of the decapitated queen. -

Now there is a Jew named Mordechai,
an exilé from Jerusalem, lving in the
capital, who has with him a cousin
named Esther or Hadassah (a.myrtle),
a girl of extraordinary beauty, who, ac-
cording to the Talmud, never grew ‘old.
After hiding from the king’'s searchers
for four years she isg finally taken to the
palace, “and the king loved Esther above
all the womenr and she obtained grace
and favor in his sight more than all the
virgins, so that he set the-royal crown
on her head and made her queen in the
place of Vashti.”

Mordechai is sitting jn the gate of the
palace to keep in touch with HEsther and
accidentally overhears two chamberlains
plotting to murder the king. He com-
municates the plot to Esther, who lays it
before the monarch in her cousin’s name,
The chamberlains are beheaded and the
court secretary is ordered to enter the
episode into the records, giving due
credit to Mordechai. But, according to
the Talmud, Mordechai, being a Jew, the
secretary forgets tHe last part of the
royal order.

At the same time a man named Haman
is promoted to the highest office of the
state, the office of Grand Vizier, and the
king accordingly orders that all his sub-
jects kneel to Haman. But. Mordechai

would neither kneel nor bend nor bow,
and thus arouses Haman's anger. But
Haman “thought scorn to lay hand on
Mordechai alone . and . ., , sought
to destroy all the Jews that were
throughout the whole kingdom of Ahas-
uerus,” a characteristic of all Jew-bait-
ers, from Pharaoh the Chariof Maker to
Ford the Tin-Lizzie Mechanic.

" In accordance with the superstitions of
the time, Haman casts “Pur, that is the

lot,” to learn the most auspicious day for
the destruction of the Jews. Then he
lays a plan before the king: “There is
a certain people scattered abroad and
dispersed among the people in all the
provinces of thy kingdom; and their laws
are diverse from all people; neither keep
they the king's laws; therefore, it is not
for the king's profit to suffer them. . . .
If it please the king, let it be written
that they may be destroyed.” Ahasuerus
waves his hand: *“. . . o with them
ag it seemeth good to thee.” And mes-
sages are at once dispatched to all the
king's provinces, instructing the inhabi-
tants to set upon the Jews on the day the
Pur had shown, auspicious—the four-
teenth day of Adar,

When Mordechai hears of the decree
he rends his clothes and goes out into
the city in sackcloth and ashes, erying
bitterly, A loud lamentation is set up
among the Jews not alone in the capital
but throughout the king’s vast dominion.

However, Mordechai is not content
with fasting and lamentation alone. He
immediately sends a copy of the decree

| to Ksther and tells her to go to the king

at once and intercede in behalf of her
people. But Esther eannot do so for
two reasons: The king had not yet
been made acquainted with the fact that
she is a Jewess; and court regulations
decree death upon any one who appears
before the king without having been
called—unless the monarch holds out
the golden scepter to him. She wavers.
But Mordechai sends word: “Think not

of thyself, . 1f thou holdst thy
peace at this time . shall deliver-
ance arise to the Jews from another

place, but thou thy father's house shall
be destroyed.” She notifies him that she
is ready to go and implores that all the
Jews in Shushan fast for her . . .
And she goes
before the king.

The moment he sees her he is smitten
with her beauty and he holds out the
scepter to her: “What is thy request?
It shall be given thee even to half of
the kingdom.” But she is too much the
diplomat to tell him her request at once,
and invites him to a banquet. At the
banquet she withholds it again and in-
vites him to another banquet, together
with  Haman. Haman feels himself
greatly elated over the invitation, being
a, parvenu, yet is downhearted over the
fact that this Jew Mordechai would not
kneel to him, In a gust'of chagrin he
turns to his wife Zeresh for advice. She
counsels to erect a high gallows and
hang the Jew at the first opportunity
when the outbreak against the Jews
would take place on, the day decreed.
He cheerfully takes her advice and has
a gallows erected.

But one night the king is tossing about
sleepless and, as 'a remedy orders his
secretary to read to him the state
records. (Apparently our Congressional
records are not the only. state records
which possess the quality of putting
their readers to sleep.) "And "“it was
found written” (though the secretary
had forgotten to write it down) that
Mordechai the Jew had reported about
the plot of the two chamberlains. The
king hecomes agitated and asks to send
up to him the first man who happens to
be present about the court; and Haman
happens tp be the man. He turns to his
Grand Vizier: = “What shall be done
unto the man whom the king delights to
honor?”’ Haman, thinking that he him-
self must surely be the man, suggests
that a grand pageant be given in his
honor, The king thereupon orders that
a pageant be given Mordechd, who was
to ride a fine horse, Haman leading.

When the ceremony is over and
Haman returns home with downcast
countenance, his wife pours a bit of oil
on the flame; “If Mordechai'be of the
seed of the Jews, before whom thou
hast begun to fall, thou shalt. surely
fall.”

‘And there is great rejoicing among the
Jews, “all the rulers of the provinces
and the lieutenants and officers
of the king helped the Jews . who
did what they would unto those that
hated them . . ., bt on the spoils
laid they not their hands.”

This is the story, in brief., Purim is
thus a holiday dating back to remote
antiquity, Indeed, it is sald to have
preceded even the story of Ksther, upon

 which it is supposed to be founded. A

writer in the Jewish Encyclopaedia says
that the Book of Esther was very likely
written in an attempt to explain the
origin of the Festival of Purim rather
than being the origin itself. Frazer, in
his “Golden Bough,” that treasure-house
where almost all the traditions, customs
and holidays of he human race are ex-
plained in the light of recent investiga-
tion and criticism, argues that Purim is
a secular holiday which we Jews have
acquired in exile; and is a modification
of the holiday known throughout the
ancient world as the Saturnalia, when
for a day all the social ranks were re-
versed, the servant taking the place of
the master and the master taking the
place of ‘the servant. It was a day of
feasting and of drinking and merry-
making, riotous and sensual, Men and
women exchanged each other's garments
and drank and feasted and ran about the
streets reeling and staggering and
shrieking and yelling, playing the most
foolish pranks upon each other, often
resulting in the most serious injuries.
It was a day when the whole ancient
world threw all restraint to the wind
and in many instances sank lower than
the -brute.

If so, if Frazer and the modern Bibli-
cal eriticism upon which his contentions
rest are right, then is the Book of Esther
even a greater tribute to Jewish genius
than if it were the historie record most
of us are accustomed to take it. Noth-
ing short of superhuman inspiration
could have conceived the idea of turning
that annual day of riotous' brawlery,
of licensed profligacy, that carnival of
bestial lewdness that in many instances
characterized the Bacchanalian orgies

of the Saturnalia as_practiced by the

non-Jewish world in ancient times—into
a festival of superb beauty, innocent joy,
and charity. If so, then is the story of
Esther one of the world’s greatest marvels
of art—and is to serve as a model for
the greatest artists and creators how to

‘turn the coarsest and most béstial part

of man’s nature into the finest and most
beautiful by means of art,

To be sure, in the Russian Pale we
knéw nothing about Frazer's ‘“Golden
Bough” and modern Biblical eriticism,
or for that matter, even about the Jew-
ish Encyclopaedia. But we enjoyed this
beautiful festival none the less because
of it. May be more.

~ Rabbi Ashinsky has had an interest-
ing career. He was born in February,
1866, in the town of Raigrod, Lomza,
Russia. He studied in preparation for
the ministry at various Yeshiboth and he
received official ordainment for the
rabbinate at the age of 19. In 1886 he
came to America, settling first in New
York for a few months. Subsequently
he officiated at the Beth Israel Congre-
gation at Syracuse, N. Y. For seven
vears later he was the leading rabbi
in Detroit, Mich. . Upon leaving Detroit
he went to” ‘\Iontreal Canada, where for
six years he was the religious leader
of the United Orthodox Congregations.
He also acted as government chaplain
for the Province of Quebec,

In December, 1901, he came to Pitis-
burgh teo answer the call of the Beth
Hammedrosh Hagodol and the Beth
Jacob congregations, the oldest orthodox
houses of worship in Pittsburgh.

Rabbi Ashinsky is the founder of the
He first
advocated the rebirth of Jewish National
Life during the time of the first Con-
gress at the entry of Theodore Herzl
into the life of the Jew. In Pittsburgh
he was closely affiliated with the Zionist
district since its inception. He was one
of the early sponsors of the Dorshai
Zion Society. Together with Rabbi
Abramovitz, of St, Louis, Rabbi Ashin-
sky founded the Mizrachi Zionist Or-
ganization of America in 1913.

When the Provisional ‘Committee for
General Zionist Affairs was organized
in New York in 1914, Rabbi Ashinsky
was elected a member, representing. the
orthodox wing of American Jewry until
the committee ceased to function.

CONNECTICUT JEWS SET NATION'S PACE IN RELIEF DRIVE

HON. CHAS.

Bridgeport, Conn., March 6.—Connecti-
cut is selting the pace for the rest of
the country in giving to the $15,000,000
Jewish Relief Fund, which is considered
all the more remarkable hecause of in-
dustrial conditions here,

Its quota was fixed lirst ot
but . State leaders among the Jews in-
sisted that it double that amount.
Pledges are now $350,000, $50,000 more
than double what was expected, and
will pass $500,000 before the campaign
is over.

A. Brown, of Detroit, national chair-
man of the drive fund, said:

“L believe the State of C€onnecticut
already leads the United States in the
amount of its gifts per capita. If you
go to $500,000, there is no question of
it, and if New York city should give
in the same proportion, her gift would
be something like $16,500,000.”

Mr. Brown's statement followed the
claim by State Chairman Charles H.
Shapiro that Connecticut was setting
the pace for the entire United States,
and that after four weeks of effort and
with the drive just beginning in sev-
eral of the larger cities, reports from
thirty-two towns showed the State has
passed the $350,000 mark.

Among the other speakers were Sam-
uel C. Lamport and Miss Jessie D.
Bogen, of New York; Philip Troop, of
New Haven and 1. Paul, of Hartford.

British Cabinet Minister Assails

Zionist Foes

“Palestine may be lost to England, but
not to the Jewish people,” declared Sir
Alfred Mond, at a meeting in Oxford,
Kngland, last week. “The political al-

ternatives are possible)' he said. “Either
England will carry out the provisions

of the mandate to create in Palestine a
Jewish National Homeland, or she
will be compelled to relinquish her
rights over Palestine and ask the
League of Nations that a govern-
ment other than Great Britain should
he granted the mandate for Palestine.
The mandatory power for Palestine dare
not make any changes in the mandate
with regard to the political status of
Palestine to' satiisfy certain influential
persons who are not in agreement with
the provizions of the mandate. There
were other nations who were willing to
take over the mandate, but Dr. Weiz-
mann, the President of the Zionist Or-
ganization, had confidence in the British
Giovernment and in the pledge made in
. the Balfour declaration.

“The Balfour Declaration,”:- he con-
tinued, “was not given to the Jews as a
gratuity. It was an agreement between
the Jewish people and the other nations
of the world who fought with the Allies,
and because this agreement, the Jews the
world over supported the Allied cause.,
Thousands of Jewish young men enlisted
in the British Army and fought for the
liberation of the land which was
promised to them. The Balfour declar-
ation and the policy which it invloves is
part of the Peace Treaty which binds
together the Allied nations. This policy
cannot “he changed and will not be:
. changed, simply as a means to calm per-

sons who are opposed to the policy of
the British Government. Any action cal-
culated to annul the Balfour declaration
will result in a complete rupture of all
the peace pacts that have hitherto been
made as a result of the World ‘War.
There are some people who are unremit-
tingly working for the abrogation of the
- Balfour declaration. but I do not believe
that the British Government has the
slightest intentions to change the policy
enunciated in the declaration.”

The address of Sir Alfred Mond was
delivered before a Zionist student body
of the University of Oxford. It was the
first of a series of meetings which the
Zionist Organization is arranging as a
means of counteracting the Arab prop-
aganda which is being carried on in Eng-
land. Another meeting of this series will
be held at the home of Ladv Astor, the

first woman member of the British Par-
liament.

Through the 'initiative of M. Menu-
hin, superintendent of the Board of Jew-
ish Hducation, a Hébrew club has been
organized in San TFrancisco, Cal, The
purpose .of this club is to study and
propagate the Hebrew language and
